not, for the demand It principally for
faney goods. He llmuxht the 2i cent
banle, or 4 oeuta for tUe 0 alxe oould
be obtained. This would be I oenl
better than waa seuured for a large por.
tlon of the orop of lnat season, sold
soon after tbe fruit was ready for mar-
