it lost tbe opportunity of their lives.
It completely nonsuited and put the pro-

secution out of court for the time being,
and perhaps made them feel ashamed
and sorry for the great wrongs they had
done.

The arguments of District Attorney
Francis J. Heney were also eloquent,
masterly and brilliant, but dealt more
with the evidence, the law and the
facts, and less with imagery and sym-

pathy, than did those of the lawyers
for Mitchell, as shown by the steno-

graphic report. He is undoubtedly a
man of great power, unequalled as a
prosecutor by anything that has ever
taken place in Oregon. After Thurston
had spoken Pearly two days and closed
Satunlay with the most touching appeal
ever heard in Oregon, Heney com-

menced his closing speech Saturday
afternoon, but did not finish and the
court adjourned until Monday, when
he will close and the case will go to the
jury. Mr. Heney resumed bis argument
for the prosecution last Monday fore-

noon and had not finished when the
court adjourned at noon. At 2 o'clock
he continued for a little more than 30
minutes, and about 3 o'clock Judge De
Haven commenced reading his charge
to the jury, which was quite lengthy.
A little before midnight the jury
brought In a verdict of guilty as charged
in the Indictments, Senator Thurston
gave notice of a request for a new trial.
After that has been overruled then an
appeal will no doubt be taken to the
Supreme Court of the United States
