AN INDEPENDENT PAPER.
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Express Monopolies

One of our uowspaper exchanges
cullls attention tj the fact that the

express uompuuies form about as com-

plete a monopoly as could be organ-

ized. It ussorts that thoy have divid-

ed up the territory among them and

do not compote ovor tho same lines or

within the same area. Their opera-

tions extend ovor 158,000 in I las of

. railroad and there are only four of

them, tho Aduuis, tho American, the

Uulod States and the Wells Fargo.
Those are said to do 00 per cent of all

the express business and they also ex

eroiso control over some of the small

er companies outside of tholr exclu

aive fields but having connection with
them. This virtual monopoly of the
express business has been under no

ort of control, but will now like tho

railroads have to file their schedule

of rates and make account of their
business to the interstate commerce

oommisslon, so we shall soon know
more abuut these close corporations
and may hope to have . tholr exorbl
taut rates modltlud to a reasonable
extent. '

The express companies aro common

carriers, as the railroads aro, and with

whom they are olosoly allied. The

reports of the railroads for 11104 show

that the express oompauios paid the
railroads 811,000,000, which Is said to
be about 50 por cout of their gross
earulugs. That there is a close al
llunce between the railroads and the
express oompuules Is shown, as sev
eral dlroctois of each aro directors or
officers of railroad ooiupanlos. There
1b u strong suspicion that when ilio
insido affairs of the express com

panics aro expoaod, that It will be
found that large amounts of money
have boeu paid to otunpalgn fluids
and fur lobbying purposes to prevent
hostile leg'shitlon, such as the lifo In
Burunoe ooinpanles havo boon oxposed
In doing.

And still the Portland papers refuse
to do Eugene simple justice by pub
llshlng the truth about the city's wa-

ter supply. The only nbleci that tbeso

papers seom to hove in continually
misrepresenting this city is a desire
to oiue day secure the removal of tho
state university to Poitland a desire
that will never bo grntillcd. A num-

ber of Eugouo poople continue to
take the Dully Oregoniau, but If that
paper's opeu light on local interests
continues much longer Its subscrip-
tion list will fool the effect of it in
Lau county. Its spleen was so
