waved his hands as a signal for si-

lence.
In part Mr. Bryan spoke as fol

lows:
"Ladies and Gentlemen : Like all

travelers who visit other lands, 1 re
turn with delight to tbe land or my
biitb, more proud of Its people, with
more confidence In its government
and grateful to the kind providence
that oast my lot in tbe United States,
My national pride has been increased
of by die abundant evidence I have
soon of tbe altruisllo interest taken
by Americans in tbe people of other
countries. No other nation can show
such a record of bonevolonoe and dis
interested friendship. My love for
our form of government has been

quickened as I have visited caBtles
and towers and peered into dark
dungeons, and I am glad that our
nation, profiting by the experience
of the piiBt and yet unhampered by
traditions and unfetterod by caste,
has been permitted to form a new
contro of oivillzation on new soil and
erect bore a 'government of tbe poo

plo, by the people and for tbe peo
ple.' I also return more deeply im

pressed tban ever before with the

rofiponBibillty which rests upon our
nation as an exemplor among the
nations and more solicitous that wo,

avoiding the causeB which have led
other nations to decay, may present
a higher Ideal than has ever before
been embodied In a uatoinal life and
carry human progress to a higher
plane that it bus before reached. I

doBiro, moreover, to acknowledge in
debtedness to the American officials
who have everywhere shown ua all

possible oourtesy and kindness,
don't know that I can hotter show

my approbation of tbe welcoma ao
corded me by my countrymen than
to submit some suggestions drawn
from observations during tbe past
year. A Japanese educator, address
ing me through an Into: prefer, Bald:

'"I wish you would find the worst

thing in Japan and tell us about It so
I bat we may correot it. '

"I oommendod tbe generous spirit
which he manifested, but assured
him that each nation can give lessons
to every other and while our nation
la in a position to make the largest
contrlbntoin, as I behove, to the ed
ucatlon of the word, it ought to re.
