While the head of-
fices of tue various companies are
located elsewhere, each maintains a
selling agency in tliis city. Local
handlers deny that any combination
exUts. hut their mere word does not
satisfy the trade or the consumers
who have been forced to rfciy nearly a
cent more a pound for sugar than be-

fore the supposed combination of In-
