At
prices made yesterday the

movement of county creamery butter
is slightly better than for some time
past, still there Is plenty of butter
in the market now lor all demands,
and produciioii is growing heavier
dally.

"In May last year country cream-
ery was selling in this market at IS
to 22'ii cents a pound, the latter fig-
ure being the price also of the heat
fancy creapiery. , These were the low
quotations for the year l'JOT. and
the Indications are that they will at
least be duplicated this year, for it
must be remembered that 1907 was a
year nf prosperity and high prices
generally. There was then no de-

pression in the industrial world to
affect the buying ability of the pub-
lic."
