A financial writer in the New York
Times says a marked change In the
mortgage market is indicated by the
statement issued by the Title Utiaran.
tee and Trust Company. Last week
the company announced that It was
prepared to accept loans on Manhat-
tan real estate at 5 per cent. 'The

, mortgage lean outlook Is decidedly
ueuer irom me standpoint of the
borrower," this statement continues.
"There has been a gradual accumu-
lation of funds for mortgage invest-

lenders will have to be satisfied with
a lower rate of interest than 5 2
