both houses. In carrying out thelr
programme, however, the republi-
cans (Statement men) undoubtedly
will be joined by the 15 democratic
memberB whose votes will be re-

quired for the successful organiza-
tion that Is proposed by the legisla-
tors who are pledged to elect Gov-

ernor Chamberlain as United States
senator. The details of this plan, It
Is said, propose that the democratic
members, in return for their support
in the work of organization, are to
content themselves with the election
of Governor Chamberlain to the

at the same time conceding
to the Statement republican members
all of the important committee chair-
manships.

President
Gompers, John Mitchell and other
leaders of the American Federation
of Labor are angry, gloomy and re-

bellious over the federal court In-

junction plank adopted by to n.

"We have been thrown down, re-

pudiated and relegated to the discard
by the republican party," said Gom-per- s.

"What President Roosevelt
and the federation attempted was to
have the Injunction abolished. In-

stead of that the republican party
calls for legislation that will legalize
what we have been trying to abolish.
What action is contained in these
words in the plank:

"Wte believe, however, that the
rule of procedure In the federal

courts with respect to the Issuance
of the writ of injunction should be
more accurately defined by statute.

"That means that what tne presi-
dent wanted and what Mr. Taft de-

sired and what we have been fighting
for has not only been defeated, but
the suggestion has been made to
make the conditions which now pre-
vail more binding. The situation
will be taken up tomorrow by the
federation and an official statement
will be given out." ,

ANOTHER PRINCE

j OF SPANISH REALM

Madrid, Spain, June 22. Within
a very little over a year after
the birth of a son and heir to the
throne gladdened the hearts of the
King and Queen and the Spanish
people, Queen Vict:ia tonight pre-
sented to her royal spouse another
baby Prince. The announcement of
the news to the jrrowds awaiting the
bulletin from the royal household
was hailed with great joy and the
city Is tonight the scene of reiotcing
almost equal to that which followed
the birth of the first child on May
10, 1907.

Queen Victoria was formerly the
PrincesB Una of Battenburg, and Is a

granddaughter of the late Queen Vic-

toria of England, being the daughter
of the Princess Beatrice and the late
Prince Henry of Battenburg. She
was born In 1887 and Is but a year
vouneer than the King, who was
Jiorn May 17, 1S8K, and became ac
tual ruler 01 Spain on me auunei

King Alfonso and the Princess Ena
were married May 31, 1806 at Mad-

missing them and killing 16 of their
retinue.
