Hear Admiral Charles F. Clark. V.
S. N., retired, was born August 14.
1SK1 in the town of Bradford. Vt..
and entered the I'nited Slates Naval
Academy in 1SI!0. During the closing
years of the civil war he was attached
to the West (lull" blockading stmad-ran- ,

and participated in the battle of
Mouile Bay and the bombardment of
Fort Morgan. His subsequent pro-
motions were lo master in lieu-
tenant in LSfix, commander in lsvi,
captain in 1S!H, and rear admiral in
I!IU2. Harly in 1S9S he was ordered
to the command of the battleship Or-

egon, just built at San Francisco. He
left San Francisco ill March with the
bnttleshhlp Oregon, and arrived wi'h
her at Key West, Florida, a distance
of 14,000 miles, May 26, IMiK, in
time to take part in the nival bai'ie
of Santiago. This cruise of the Ore-
gon was unprecedented for speed
with a battleship, and has takn n

prominent place in naval annals.
