Thomas S. Tibbies, who was the
vice presidential candidate iuf the
People's party four years ago. when
Tom Watson, of Georgia, was the
nominee for president, has issued a
statement appealing to his support-
ers of 1904 to vote for Bryan and
Kern In the coming election.

In Georgia the electors have to get
a majority and the state Is said to be
so split by Watson, by the Indepen-
dence League and by the Prohibi-
