Parentas are liable to arrest and
putlshment by fine  awd  Imprigon-
moent £ they do not gend thelr chil.
dren to schaol throughont the sehiool
yonr, Thoe law wis ghunged by loast
legislature and wany do not know
thit It I8 mueh more drastle than
It wia formnerly

Parents, guardians and others hay-
ing control of children are charged
with the duaty of sending every child
between the nges of 6 and 14 and all
between 14 and 16 who are not regu-
larly engnged (o any useful employ-
ment, to school. Children who dre
physleally onfit must exhibit to the
truant officer o certifients of o com
petent physicinn

The penalty Imposed on parentg
for nogloeting to send their ebildron
to school Is a fine of 35 to $26, 2 to
10 days In the elty or county jall, or
both fine and jall sentence,

Toeachers, principals and all sehool
offleers are charged by the new law
under a penalty of a fine, with re-
porting to the troant offlieer all in-
formation they have rogarding any
violation of the sc¢hool law, and all
enses of children who do not atiend
