Paris. Not. 13. A dispatch from
Monte Carlo says that flags are ev-

erywhere displayed throughout Mon-

aco today In celebration of the six-

tieth birthday of Prince Albert, the
reigning prince of the little Mediter-
ranean principality which derives lt
entire revenues from the world-f- a

moos gambling casino at Monte Car-
lo.

Prluce Albert nt the present time Is
n ban nt from his HI tie domain on one
one of his scientific expeditions. Ills
chief delight is marine dredging,
and he has often told his friends that
If the state of his finances did not
depend upon the Monte Carlo tables
he would have long since ordered
their suppression.

The prince draws $2.r0.000 a yenr
from the syndicate which controls
the gambling privileges. The heir
to the throne Is Prlnre Louis, a son
of Prince Albert by his first wife.
Lady Mary Hamilton, who was the
slater of the Duke of Hamilton. He
was divorced from her In 1880 and
sevoral years later married the wid-

ow of the Duke of Klchelleu. Bhe
was originally Miss Alice Heine, of
New Orleans, and her father was a

wealthy Hebrew banker.
