J. H. Grande has recelved the fol-
lowlng adviee from the Platt Pro-
dueg company at  Stockton, which
hnndles the bulk of the Callfornla
river stovk:

“It s hard to say how many po-
tatoes are left, the ‘fact is 1t is only

While the Stockton advies ls not
a0 dopressing except perhaps upon

Two million sacks of potatoes—
half of which will probably be ship-
ped out of Callfornla—means accord-
Ing to conservatlye ostimates that
the southern state has at this time
gufflelent potatoes to supply Its
wanta for fully fonr months.
