Washington, May 13. That the
vigorous campaign ngainst tubercu-
losis has failed to check the great
white plague, was the startling
charge made today by Nathan
Straus, the New York philanthrop-
ist, at the fifth annual meeting ot
the. Nntlonal Association for the
Study and Prevention of Tuberculo-
sis.

Mr. Straus backed his assertion
with official statistics of the New
York health department, showing an
Increase of 33 per cent over two
years in cases reported in that city.
The reason for this failure to make
headway, Straus declared, was neg-
lect of tho mischief wrought by the
tuberculosis dairy cow.

Since the last anneal meeting a
large amount of work has been ac-

complished by the organization. One
of the events of the year which was
planned and carried out by the asso-
ciation was the successful meeting of
the International
congress In this city.

Another feature of the year's
work of the association has been IU
traveling exhibits. Three of these ex-

hibits are now conducted by the as-

sociation, and during the past year
they were displayed In a large num-
ber of cities. As a direct result of
these effortB, the state legislatures
of Kansas, Tennessee and Nebraska
have passed laws and made appro-
priations to carry on the campaign
against consumption. ,
