F. Smith, a logger, twenty-eigh- t
years old. was drowned Saturday af-
ternoon at Wendling in the Booth-Kell- y

mill pond. When last seen he
was working among the logs at 4
o'clock. Ho did not come to supper,
and his wife at once gave out the
alarm and the searchers found the
body In the pond. He probably
slipped and was stunned, so that he
could not swim or save himself.

Smith is survived by a wife and
mother. He has lived In Wendling
for a considerable length of time.
The funeral will probably not be
held until Wednesday morning, as
the mother of the man will not be
able to come from San Francisco
before that time. Rev. E. J. Em-

mons, of Springfield, will preachthe sermon. The burial will be held
in Laurel Hill cemetery.

An Inquest was held over the body
by the justice of the peace at Wend-
ling, the jury bringing in a verdict
of accidental drowning. '

A hct fire in the vat of the bich-
umen at the plant of the Warren
Construction, Comiranv, beginning
Sunday morning shortly before 11
o clock, destroyed the mixing ma-
chine, the vats and caused damageto other machinery. After a fight
lasting until 1 o'clock the fire de-
partment and the men of the pav-
ing company conquered the flames
with the chemical engine end sand.

For two hours the chemicals were
played on the dark heavy flames
that shot out of the vats into great
rolling clouds of smoke. At noon
the men had the fire almcst smoth-
ered, when the chemicals gave out.
By uhe time, twenty minutes later,a new supply had been gotten, the
flames were almost as had as before,
and the fight had to be fought over
again.

The mixing machinery was to
have been shipped to Roseburg in a
few days. The loss of the company
1s in the neighborhood of $2,000.

The origin of the fire is supposed
to have been the furnace. No one
was watching the plant but a fire
had been left underneath the vats.
A spark probably liffhted the vat
or the bichumen may have boiled
