The Spirit of *76 and ’61 Is Just
as Strong in American Young
Men Says Secretary Daniels
of Navy.

Secretary Danlels in an address at
the Southern Boclety bapquet in New
Nork, December 12, pald in part:

A fow months ngo there was & prev-
nlent notion that Américan manhood
had become soft and wns dominated by
materialiom, We saw the young man
dmmersed in hnsiness and pleasure, and
we naked ourselves, “Is the youth of our
day made of the same stuff as the men
of '76 and of the sixtiea?" There were
many volcea telling us of mornl flabbi-
ness, phyaieal unfitness, and spiritual
depth, They snid the only motto of todoy
with American young men is ''Get rich
and hove o good time." And there was
n measure of truth In this dingnosis, but
the grim business of war his already
tuught us that we had necepted the life
of the few ns typleal when it woe the
lexeeption, Perhaps we vould bave al-
ywaya necepted this unfavorable view of
the youth of our day, and thus wronged
them, if there had not come n time of
itesting. But the time came to measure
manhood, Ta it soft or is It bard? Is it
af the stern stuff that gave us Nathan
Hale and Paul Revere? Or is it deleted
Amerieanism that lacks virility and read-
iness to die for prineiple?
