Tuszinn officials are skeptical, how-
over, of any permancnt nlignment he-
tween the allies aond Risein, Fer ey s
peace, pence, und rogardless of what
party comes fnto power they feel that
the Sluvs will gtick to their scpurate
peaco progeam, unless o general pesce is
manenvered in the meantine,

(Mficials pnticipate that Germany will
modify her pesition toward Nussia, hav-
ily failed to bully the Slavs nt Brest-
Litovak, Teuton threats to use force
i nccomplishing their demands ore Te-
garder pa camonflnge.

However, farther nllied efforts will he
made to induce Rossia to return to the
flock. These attempts will be directed to-
ward showing Itussia that her sadvation
lies only with the allien.

LONDON PREES COMMENTS,

London, Jan, T—A definite outline of
irreducible war alma, opening the door
to peace—if Germany desires to enter—
was how the Tondon press teday ye-
gerded Lloyd George's epochnl speech
before the Laborite party Saturday.

Not one editorin), however, expressed
any anticipation that Germany would
make thls move of entfonce. Every writ-
ot regarded the premicr's utternnees as
steeling every nllied citizen to otmost
endeavors.

In the judgment of the newspnapers,
Tdoyd George hos now procliimed Brit-
ain's messnge to the world and that mes-
sage ia parallel to President Wilson's.

“On these lnes," declared the News,
Yoo will go forward with n clenr con-
science. and a firm purpose, We have
leld down the lines of o clean peace. We
must stand by them without yielding."

“It wtill rests with the enemy to turn
from war to peace by nbandoning his war
aims," declared the Daily Mall

“We fear the only anawer from Berlin
will bo & ery of ineredulous rage,” the
Telegeaph leld.  “These war aims of
Lloyd Georgoe's are terms of victory. Be-
fore the allles ean necomplish their end
they bave yet to pasa through the stern-

.t months aud most sevore trinls of the

war."

“The most important state docuoment
since the war began,” was the verdict of
the Times, "in nationnl charncter and
world-wide appeal. As domestic clreum-
stancen lend peculiar foree to ita decln-
rations, ite full slgaificance enn only be
judged in relation to the war in general.
