PART OF UNIVERSITY
MILITARY SECTION

-

Colonel Leader Tells Why It Is
Necessary to Organize as
Battalion in Connection With
College.

There will be & second military bottal-
fon of the Univeraity of Oregon organ-
ized at the chamber of commerce Satur-
day evenlog, nccovding to the plans of
Colonel John Leader and the committee
working with him. There is alko a bat-
talion plaoned to be organized at Spring-
fiald,

"My address Saturdny night will not
be ta get every man present Into the
battalion," suid Colonel Lender Thura-
day, "but to keep quitters out, We de
not want any man in who is not rendy to
enlist for the term of the war, and
every man joining will be pledged to
atick through the war and nttend to his
duties regularly.”

Colonel Lender stated that ome of the
reasons that the battalion was being or-
gonized as o part of the University Is
thnt he is a servant of the school and
ennnot give any time to any orgunization
not o part of the schoal,

All members of the second battallon
will he ndmitted without any chiarge ex-
copt the fee for jolning the btnttallon to
ony or every leeturo or closs in the wmill-
tary department of the University.

To Be Liberal Education,

“Military drill will form but a small
part of the triining," Colonel Leader
"The course of lectures which
will be given three evenings n week will
be n liberal educntion, ‘speciolizing on
militnry needs.”

Another reason which bears upon the
necessity of miking the battalion a puirt
of the University is the question of dis-
eipline. Colonel Lender stutes that the
battillon officers must have power to
expel members of the battalion who fnil
in their duty or in any way disgrace the
orgnnization and il It were merely a
hiome gunrd nttnched to nothing attempta
Lo enforee direipline would result in di-
vision nnd disorgnnization.

“The only members wha will be admit-

ted without paying a fee,”" atated Col-
cnel Leader, “will he members of the
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hand, They will be expected to furnish

thelr own Instruments and this will be

aceopted in place of the fee,

The feo charged will be placed in n
separnto fund ne the University and will
by vised salely for the benefit of the bat-
tallon,

Many Subjects Taught.

Boyoner fighting, bomb torowing, ty-
pography nud mapping by lectures, scont-
Ibg, theory of musketry and proctice
with sub-callbre arms will be among the
branches tought, Members of the Uni-
versity faculty who are now tenching
specinl subjects to the first battalion will
nlso lecture from time to time to the
second battalion,

It is plauned that the second battalion
will meet at the armory for drill and lee-
tures,

A third battallon, on the same lines
link beon plapwed for Springfield. Colonal
Loender stated Thursday thot ho  had
nenrly a dozen letters on his desk nlroady
regarding battalions or ¢ompanles In va-
vious parts of the state,

One of the imperntive reasons urged
for the orgonization §s that no mom,
unless uniformed, hes the right vnder
international law to oppose the invasion
by an enemy, or to protect the women.
“1 wish I wan at Hberty to tell what I
know about this enemy and its plans for
invasion of the Paclfic const, it would
startle the people® Colonel Leader
stuted.
