WASHINGTON. Feb. 6. Although
the nomination of Attorney General
Stone to be a supreme court justice
was confirmed last night by the sen

ate, .Mr. Stone will be unable to take
his pla-- on the bench, until Msrcb
when the court convenes after its
present recess.

.Mr. Stone can qualifj immediately,
however, by taking a first osth of of-

fice. .Should he pursue that course.
Assistant Attorney General Donovan
would become acting .head of the de-

partment until the senate acta on the
appointment of Charles U. Warren of
Michigan to succeed the retiring at-

torney general.
Mr. Warren's nomination Is now

before the judiciary committee. Tho
nomination probably will be given
consideration Dext Monday,

in the senate came after six hours of
debate in open executive session, a

ering executive appointments.

VALE, Ore., Feb. 0. Residents of
Vale and surrounding country were
busy today repairing damsge caused
by the flood which yesterday morning
resulted from ihe breaking of the ir-

rigation dam on Bully creek. Water
had receded last night, leaving a de-

posit of silt every place it bad in-

vaded.
Kstimates placed the Iobh at $250,-00-

principally in livestock, after a

survey of the flood-swe- region.
More than K.OOO sheep, TiOO cattle
and many horses and hogs were
drowned. The matter of disposing of
the carcasseB of the animals, strewn
along the path of the flood, waa one
of the problems facing residents to-

day.
There was no loss of life, though

many narrow escapes were reported.

WASHINGTON, Feb. (3. Presi-
dent Coolidge let it be known today
that ho approves the postal pay and
rate increase bill drafted by the bouse
postoffice committee.

Postmaster Oeneral New laid the
views of hia department with respect
to tho measure before the presideut
at today's cabinet meeting and it wns
described afterward as fairly satis-
factory to tbo president.

Provisions of the house bill increas-
ing rates so as to bring in more than

00,000,000 annually aud in making
the increased pay for postal employes
retroactive only to last January 1,
aro considered by Mr. Coolidge as
distinct advantages over the legisla
tion recently passed by the senate.
