I'I‘ IS the anniversary of the hirth of Abraham Lineoln,
In the judgment of most Americans who study, le
was the greatest man we have produced. FKach crisis
in the nation's history has developed a leader to guide
it throngh. Our gravest crisis gave us Lincoln.

Historians have been wont to declare, and orators
slill are won{ to gay, that the union vietory in the civil
witr established forever the principle of unity among
all the states; the prineiple of one nation, indivisible,
under one flag. Forever is a long time, and only the
test of the centuries can show whether the prediction
i8 correct. There was the Roman empire, whose gov-
ernment and people also thought that its gtates were in-
dissolubly united.

Lincoln's services to the nation in defeating seces-
sion wera very great, but his services both to the nation
pnd to humanity in abolishing human slavery were in-
finitely greater. That uet of Lineoln's was greatest
'among the very many great things that he did.  Aboli-
fion was the longest single step for righteousness that
this nation has ever taken. It was Lincoln who led the
way. I{ was he whose iron courage and tender mercy
bore the issue through. Amnd so Lincoln has been
oalled ‘‘the Great Emancipator.”

Lineoln was born to poverty, Deprived of oppor-
tunity for at:huoling, he edueated himself by reading.
Apart in his youth from culture, he yet developed com-
mand of speech and written word that gave us the im-
mortal and beauntiful Gettysburg address, which is re-
published on the first page of The Guard today. Homely
of feature and figure, he acquired a dignity of mein and
address that held men spellbound. Above all his lowly
handicaps hie rose to the proudest eminence within the
people’s power to give any man—the presidency.

America there is opportunity for the lowly to
rise. That is the lesson of Lineoln for the youth of
today.

A Will Hays Innovation

WILL H. Hays, whose rather notable efforts fo raise
the standard of the motion picture industry have
been made the subject of comment in these columns
heretofore, has recently been interesting a large number
of exhibitors in cjties over the country in giving special
Safturday forenoon showings of films especially suitable
for children, and at a uniform price of ten cents ad-
mission. The plan is said to be meeting with wide
ao-operation, .
This movement, it may be supposed, will not return
mueh, if anything, in direct profits to the theaters
which participate. A ten-cent admission nowadays will
hardly pay the theater overhoad for a performance,
But indircetly the thenters will in all liklihood benefit
from the enbancemoent of the public esteem. fo result
from so liberal a policy. It is a movement ealeulated
to hring wholesome film-plays before the children at a
rice which all of them can pay, and at a time of the
lay and week when all of them can attend.

The governor, in recommending to the legislature
that funds for maintenance of the publie serviee com-
mission be withdrawn, charged that the commission
bad not in recent years revised downward any rates
for publio utility service of any kind.
