Growth of Paper Industry.

TTO W. MIELKE, of Portland, speaking before the |

Fugene chamber of commerce members at  their
luncheon yesterday, gave some facts and figures nhond
paper and paper production that are fairly startling.
The value of the world’s total ]m[mr production for 1524
was §1,160,000,  Paper consume

consumption in all other countries of the world combined.
To make enongh paper for American needs for n year,
9,148,000 cords of wood are required,

Newspapers consume one-third of all the paper pro-
duced and imported in this country. In North America
in 1924 the newsprint produetion was 2,900,000 tons of
paper, of which mills in the United States produced 1,-
471,000 fong, Canadian mills produced 1,353,000 tons.
In the United States 8,000,000 tong of paper were con-
sumed in 1923, but onr mills produced only 6,500,000
tons. Of the 1,500,000 tong imported the groater par
came from Canada. Some paper and some pulp are im-
ported from FKurope. ’

Here in Oregon these tremendous figures are of
more than usual interest, beenuse wood, as Mr. Miclke

said, i8 the base of 95 per cent of all the paper made,|

and in Oregon there stands at present 20 per cont of wll
the live timber remaining uneat in the l-'nilud States.
The demand for paper has inereased {remendously in the
past decade, Apparently it is to go on ineveasing. From
Oregon and the other Pacific const stafes and Canadian
prm‘i!lccﬂ must come mueh of the timber which will go
into the making of paper for the nation’s future necds,
In the natnre of things the paper will be manufactured
in the states which have the timber. At present sprace
is the standard wood for puper making, Processes are
now heing perfocted to make it from fir also.

Lane has more standing timber than any other
county in the world. It is not a forfetched vision that
prediets for Lane county a future puper-making indus-
try of proportions.  For puperanaking scems to rival
lumbering m all favored timbered distriets.
