The thoroiik'h chewing of food br
the child of from two to 12 years of'
age is important, because, it iu the
great growth period Mid habit--
toruung age. uoou permanent toetu
cannot be had without exercising all
muscles and tissues of the jaw nny
more than an arm will develon with
out exerciso. It hurts the tnild to
chew hard food with decayed teeth,
and he will uaturulty avoid it.

With frequent examinations for de-

cayed teeth and enlarged uduoida and
tonsils tewer children would nave tne
liseases common to childhood which

leave after-effect- s and uften cause
leath, .

Ills Start In Childhood

many of our diseases are really child- -

hood diseases. Tuberculosis is a child-
hood disease. It always makes ita
start in childhood. AnvMiimr which
contributes to a lowered vitality In,
childhood increases the incidence ot
tuberculosis. Heart disease, lays ita
foundation in childhood, it is esti-
mated that IK) per cent of our ills
are results of conditions during the
school age of tho child.

Jo not forget that clean straight;
teeth and food well chewed are ac
companiments of good health, sound
body, and competent mind. The teeth
should be examined by a competent
dentist at least twice a year.
