I
Garland, Portland, attorney, in a suit
filed in the Multnomah county cir-
cuit court today.

Garland's name was among those
listed by the Hall forces as havingoted illegally in the primaries.

of a certain class of pat-
riotic voters attempt to, and do, in-

fluence this class of votera to advo-
cate the nomination and election of,
and to vote for certain candidates
that may meet with the approval of
the Inner circle, or political bosses
of said secret political
commonly known as the K. K. K."
Garland asserts that the accusation
Is false.

Suffrage Held Great Privilege
"Plaintiff considers the right of

suffrage as the greatest privilege he
possesses and to say that he "balloted
illegally' or as 'an alien and not en-
titled to vote' is the most humilatlngaccusation that could be placed
against him as. citizen,"
he contends. In his complaint Gar-
land sets forth that he was born In
Mississippi, was a volunteer soldier
in the United; States army in the war
with Spain and again lit. the World
war, that be is a direct descendant
of Patrick Henry, a signer of the dec- -;

laration of Independence" and is "100
per cent American." He - further
avers that he has been a resident of
Portland for 20 years. Is a protests nt
and during all that period a Repub-
lican in politics.

Plaintiff was a duly registered and
legal voter in precinct No. 75. vityof Portland, at the last regular pri-
mary election and as such voted for
Governor Olcott in the primaries, he
aserts, .

Garland says, also, that he Is en-
gaged in the practice of law as a
means of lievlihood and of average
fame and reputation in his profes-
sion and at the time of the commis-
sion of "the grievance herein men-
tioned sustained a good name and
reputation for honesty among his
clients and patrons and for patriot-
ism and love of his country, its ideals,
and Its law and government among
his friends, neighbors, associates and
the public."

Conspiracy Alleged
Garland charges that Hall, Coster

and the Ku Klux Klan, in furtherance
of a conspiracy against hira, caused
to be published on August 5, 1922, In
daily newspapers of this city the
"false and libelous" assertions that
he was not a legal voter.

This is held to be libel per se and
by reason of the publication Garland '

says he has been "injured in being
deprived of the confidence and es-
teem of some of his neighbors,
friends, clients and public, that there
has been great-menta- l suffering in-

flicted on him, and he has been held
up to public hatred, contempt and
ridicule, all to the damage In the sum
of $50,000." , , ;

In addition to the general damages,
punitive damages of $25,000 aro
asked.

The plaintiff charges that the K.
K. K. is "a secret organization which
has not filed any Incorporation ar-
ticles In the state of Oregon, or as-
sumed name certificate as provided
by law," and asks permission to In-

sert the names of said
members as defendants when

The Santa Ke still had a number of
passenger trains marooned principal
ly at Needles and Seltgman. Citizens
at Hnn Bernardino organized an auto
mobile caravan to bring In those at
Needles, where the thermometer has
been past the 100 mark and distress
has begun to be evident.

Passengers aboard one of the
trains held at Seligman, Arizona, tele
graphed an appeal for a "red cross
train to take women, children and
the aged to a place of greater com
fort and demanded that the railroad
remove the others of their number in
automobiles.

Brotherhood men were refusing to
move trains from three points on the
western Pacific lines, Oakland,
Stockton and Orovllle, Cat. As a re-
sult tho road annulled both the east
bound and one of the westbound pas-
senger trains today.

LAS VEGAS, Nevada, Aug. 12. A
tentative agreement here today by
members of the big- four brotherhoods
made possible the movement of west-
bound Union Pacific trains numbers
seven and nineteen, the Los Angeles
limited and the continental limited,
from the little desert town, Callente,
east of here, where they were held up
for several hours as a result of a
walkout of trainmen and enginemen.

HAI.KM, Ore., Auk. 12, (Special to
Tho HcRlster). Moro thaji $1,500,000
has been lopped off from the tax levy
for 1U22, bused on Iho tux rolls for
1921, when compared with the levy
of a year ago, according to an an-
nouncement at the offices of the stale
tax commission hero today.

A report issued by the state tax
commissioner showed that the total
tax levy fcr t'J22, based on the tax
rolls for 1921. is $40,401,709.21, as
uKainst $41,117,367.75 a year ago.

Tho state tax, as computed by the
state tax commissioner for 1922, ia
$11,376,289.11, as against $9,493,105.22
a yenr a ko. The county levy this
year nirureirates $3,977,473.91, while
this levy last year totaled $5,360.-65.6- 2.

The material reduction In the
county levy this year, it was explained,
is due to the fact that In computing
last year's levy bond Interest and re-

demption-, wero included in this clas-
sification.

Utile chance Is noted in the market
roads levy for 1921 and 1922. Last
year this levy totaled $1,027,026.58,
while the 1922 levy ia $1,135,167.79.

The special elites and towns levy
for the year 1922 is $6,910,632.37 as
compared with $7,175,633.58 a
year bko. Irrigation and drainage levy
for this year Is $1,064,504.72. Last
year this levy was included In tho
miscellaneous classification.

The county school and school library
levy Is $2,378,871.54, as against $3,- -
063.221.60 a year ago. This reduction
is due to tho fact that last year's
county school and school library levy
Included the high sohool tuition, which
this year aggregates jes3,8&.24.

Tho fire patrol levy, which last
year was $66,553.61. has been In
creased to $72,296.41.

Tho ports levy for 1922 is $1,223,-986.3-

as against $912,280.49 in 1921.
Probably the most drastic reduction is
noticeable in the levy under the mis-
cellaneous classification. Iast year
this levy was $1,326,429.98. while this
year it has dropped to $53,080.20.

As a result of reduced costs follow-
ing the war thero are indications that
Oregon's tax levy will continue to de-
crease, and that within a few years it
win compare favorably wun tne levy
made prior to tho recent campaign for
improvements. '
