Price of Fiirht Tickets Cut

spectators would not pay the prices
asked and just before the fight
Kearns decided to cut the price of
the best seats more than 60 per
cent.

The crowds on the outside of the
fence cheered the announcement
and immediately began handing
in 10 dollar bills through, the
wires for 'the higher priced tick-
ets. Later even the cheaper tick-
ets were sold at much less than
half price and when the fight was
well Btarted the crowd, apparently

When the
champion would start with a
crushing right or left. Tommy
would quickly fall into a clinch.
Much of the time the contender
was backing away from Dempsey
who was constantly seeking for un
opening for the planting of. the
finishing blow.

Challenger Very Elusive
But the opening was not .there.

Gibbons was in und out or tightly
locked in a clinch. The contend-
er appeared calm and collected
throughout but he was always on
the watch for the. punch that
would mean his finish. At all
times his speed was the equal if
not greater than that of the cham-
pion's. .

In the fourth and fifth rounds
Dempsey punched Gibbons around
the head with rights and lefts and
hurt him with sledge hammer
blows to the body. But none of
these attacks seemed to stagger
Tommy who frequently retaliated
with blows to the head und then
sought safety In clinches. .

.At the end of the fourth. Gib-
bons was landing on Dempsey's
head and when the bell sounded
the champion was bleeding from
an old wound over the left eye..

When the fifth round onened:
Dempsey had apparently arrived ut
the conclusion thut difficulties
were being interposed In the way
of a quick knockout. From then
on. his attacks on the contender
redoubled in their fierceness. He
was on Gibbons from tho moment
the bell sounded In the succeeding
rounus, administering severe pun-
ishment about the head and body.

Dempsey Tries All Tricks
By the tenth round It became

apparent to the crowd that Gib'
bons had every chnnce of remain-fni-

the limit. Demnsey. ohviouH-
ly trying everything he knew, was
unable to reach a vital spoi. Gib-
bons was somewhat groggy at the
beginning of the fifteenth nnd It
wus a matter of conjecture wheth-
er he could have lasted for another
round.

In the two preliminarjt bouts,Jack MacDonald of Seattle knock
ed out Ernie Sayles of Rochester.
Minn., in the second round of an
eight-roun- d contest and Bud Gor
man of the Gibbons training campwon another eight round decision
over Harry Draake. of London
England, one of Dempsey's spar-
ring partners.

There were to have been three
preliminaries but the promoterswere unable to find the money to
nay ror tne tnird contest. Jack
Kearns even hnving to gunrantee
the money for the two fights that
went on.

Gibbons' weight was announced
as 175 hi pounds.

Dempsey weighed 188 pounds.
The Fight by ItmiiulH

Round One They shook hands
in tne center or the r nir and
cnncnea nrter Dempsey hooked a
left to the body.

White the championship fight
was scheduled to start promptly
at 3 p. m., it was almost 4 o'clock
before the first bell sounded.
Dempsey was the first to enter the
arena, stepping into the ring short-
ly after 3:30 p. m. As he climbed
throuKh the ropes he was given
an uproarious reception. He was
attired in white silk trunks and a
blue sweater coat.

With the champion as he came
down the a tele toward the ring
were Kearns, his manager; Billy
Wells, the British welterweight;
Joe Benjamin, the Pacific coast
lightweight; Jack Burke and Lee
Moore, the Los Angeles feather-
weight: Mike Trant and Hugh Mc
Carthy,1 Chicago detectives.

Champion Appears acetous
As he took his seat in the north-

west corner of the ring with his
back to the sun, he looked back
nervously and occasionally mo
tioned his attendants aside so that
he could look out at the crowd. It
was apparent to those nearest the
ringside, that the chnmpion was
extremely nervous. He clasped
and unclasped his hands, shuffling
his feet back and forth. Trant
held an umbrella over his head
to shield him from the sun while
a battery of camera men swarmed
the ring platform' to take pictures
of the title holder. Two other Chi
cago detectives, Baine and Tap- -
scott, entered tne ring later and
stood on either side of Demnsey.

Gibbons' entrance to the arena
about five minutes after the cham-
pion was greeted with loud and
prolonged cheering. The con
tender immediately went over to
Dempsey 's corner and shook hands
heartily with his opponent. He
then examined the champion's
bandaged hands. The two fight
ers then stood in the center of the
rmg and nosed for a number of
pictures.

While Demnsey's cloves were
being adjusted Manager Kearns
paced nervously in the center of
the ring. When the gloves were
on, the champion stood ui in his
corner and danced nervously on
the resined canvas. He looked
often at the crowd and onlv nnrn- -
sionally at Gibbons. Dempsey's
weignc was announced as 188
pounds and that of Gibbons as
175 pounds.
Gibbons Wcum Confident SmUo

Gibbons smiled confidently when
the bell sounded and the two men
leaped to tho center of the rlnir.
Dempsey immediately hooked a
ieu io tne jnw but it did not seem
to have sufficient force to shake
the contender. Tommy then land-
ed three lefts to the body and a
right to the head. Dempsey swung
straight left to the jaw as Gibbons
bucked away.

In the second and third rounds.
both landed light blows, although
Dempsey swung viciously at every
opening. Tommy, under the Jabs
of the champion covered his face
and clinched often. Referee
Dougherty was kept busy separat-
ing the battlers. Dempsey fought
furiously, pounding Gibbons about
the head and mid section but
seeming unable to get over a blow
that was effective.
