Hot Lunches for

Tlnie was when this business of
hot lunches In schools wis consld-

ered n fod or experimont. This

tme has now passed, In most
wchools the children bring thelr
lunches from home, Thess nro not
only cold and unpalatable, but in
many coste are far from belog
sultable to the necds of growink
children, The hot lunch s not in-
tended to substitute the regular
bhox lunch, but te supplement Jr.

In our city schools the hot lunch
plan haa alrendy demonstrited Its

value and I8 being  gonerally

adopted. The advantages to the
elty child are that he 18 enabled

to get n hot lunch at school for a
few pennies, nnd wlso epnbled o

get the proper kind of nourlsh-
ment, Instead of eandy and loMl-

pops bought over the counter,

In the rural districts the need
of hot lunchen Is oven greator than
In the citles, Many childrén comp
for a distance and have to walk to
school. In erder to be on time
they must rise eoarly, eel o poorly
prepared broakfast hastily, and set
out to school. . Their lunch ls cold
nnd  unpaintible, nnd the only
satisfactory meanl they get Is the
evening menl. Undernourishment,
malnuteition, and Inefficlency are
the results,

With n Httle tact and Ingenuity
on the part of the tencher, how-
eyver, the necessary oquipment for
a hot lunch may be sscured. If the
school board or some olvle associa-
tino will not purchase It, it may bhe
segured by donation. Thore are
séveral methuds for securing the
tood supply for hot lunchos. In
wome eases the school bhoard of
mome elvie urganization furnishes
the money, Usunlly it s found
necegaary for tho pitrons of the
sthool to furnlkh the food supply.
Each pupil ar family may volun<
teer to furnih the Junch for one
duy, or A certain item of the juneh
for each day. Cocba, choeolate,
poups, stews, oustnrds, chowdor,
and puddings nre exprelally
adapted for hot school lunches,
