THE REAL TROUBLE

In tho seemingly endless contro-
versy that rages over caplital pun-
fshment, one hoars it sald gréquent-
Iy that the ‘criminal, or the: pros-
pective criminal, fears life Impris-
enment more than the death pens
alty. Death, it 1s argued by those
who support this thesls, Is quick
and reasonably painless, while a
life of imprisonment is long and
torrible. Hence, we are told, im-

prisonment is a more effactive des}

terrent of crime than death.
' As o purely academlic proposition,
that sounds reasonable; but It
doesn't stem fo stand the test of
actual experience. Take the case of
Gerald Chapman, the cold-blooded
eastern killer, for example. Chape
man is under sentence of death,
but he advances the plea through
his lawyers that he can't be hanged
until he hag served a term of im-
prisonment to which he had beep
previously condemned. Tom Murs
ray, of Oregon fame, taking his
cue from Chapman, offers the same
plea—that is that he cannmot ba
banged logally until he has served
u previous prison term,
7 These two cases dispose rather
effectively of the argument that
tho criminal would rather be
hanged and ba done with it than to
face the prospect of life imprison-
ment. Chapman and Murray ars
willing to take the chances of both
1 nt and hanging 1! only
the dreaded day of impending death
éi_.n be pushed off into the future.
