The Old Mechanic Says '

One of the things most car
owners can't seem to get through
their heads is that most repair
shops are not equipped to rebuild
cars. There is a big difference
between repairln' and rebuildln.
This difference Is sometimes
measured by the big bills owners
pay for unsatisfactory rebulldin
jobs.

I'll give an Illustration that hap-
pens to be In my mind. John
Smith down the way began to
worry about the loose pistons In
his motor. He could only hear
them slappln' when he tried to
heor them, but things were not
right and Smith knew it.

One day he came to me for an
estimate on havin' the pistons re-

placed with new and oversized
ones. I looked the situation over
and told him tho whole Job would
cost about a dollar and a half.

That nearly took htm off his
feet. I explained that about nil
ho needed was six quarts of Heavy
oil and a determination to forget
his trouble for at least another ten
thousand miles. But- - of course,
that didn't satisfy him.- ' Ho
wunted new pistons, and some
mechanic was eager enough' for
the work to make a comparatively
low estimate for the Job and get
the order.' ' . ,

That WU3 a month or so ago,
Smith now hurt a complete new
set of pistons, but he's' got a new
slap ono that seems to lie even
more serious than the first one.

Three Soitrwa of Carbon
Carbon originates in three dif-

ferent way. So much has been
said on the subject or late that car
owners are tempted to believe that
any one of the threo is the biggest
lactor, depondlng largely ' upon
what what sort of advertising
literature has been read.

Carbon comes most naturally to
an automobile engine through' the
combustion of the fuel. Tho bet-

ter the combustion the less residue
ash : or carbon, whatover one
chooses to cull it, will remain In
the engine.

The decomposition and burning
of lubricating? oil that leaks past
iae pis.on rings into the cylinders
is a second source of carbon.

A third source Is the dirt that
enters the engine through the car-
buretor."

Wh.ch source of carbon Is the
more pronounced 'depends largely
upon conditions. No two cars will
carbonize exactly alike.' ' '

Do Preliminaries First
In giving the engine a few turns

wl.h the hand crank each morning
as a means of limbering up a stiff
motor and filling up the cylinders
with gas spray jt sometimes hap-
pens that the owner will forget
h.mself and switch on the ignition
before giving the battery a lift.
Tli.s is risky. Careful owners make
it a rule not to unlock the ignition
until they have gone through the
prel.ni.noriea.
