The same routine Is followed for
bleaching the faca und neck.

leca of gauze moares convenient than

nidnges for covering the face. Fold
the gauze into several thicknesses so
that it doesn’t dry out so quickly
and then lay 1t over thé face after
applying the cornmeal pack.

Ten minutes in long enough to
lenve the pack on the face at one
time, but It can be left on the neck
for half an hour without serlous in-
convanience.
