$1.203,000,000 net operating income
they sought.

Rate experts will begin at once pro-
paring the néw tarlft schedules It 1a
planned to file In time for the Increas-
ed rates—f{reight, passenger and Pull
miun—1to begcomo effective SBeptember
1. Then the government guarantep of
the standard return of §892,000,000 an-
nually will expire,

uxports also will undertake to fig-
ure the cstunl money return to he-
crug from the Increnses which are
abont 83 per cent on frelght, 20 per-

The
firgt, reported by the Yomiyurl Shim-
bun, was that Amrlea’s attitude to-
ward Japan was always in the nature
of a challenge. The second, volced
by tha Yomelyul Shimbun, wuas that
the Japaness militarists were to blame
for whist It declared wae the nléeon-
ception ahroad about Japan. The
third, expressed by the conservalive
Jijl Shimpo, was that the occupation
of Rusgian Llerritory by Japan con-
atitoted a dounbtful poliey, liable to
cause dilfloulties,

Communists in Session.

Lotdon, — Agreement was  unani-
mously reached to form a communist
party In Great Hritaln “for the pur-
poce of establishing communist rule,
conferring power on the working
classes and controlling all forces of
production,” -at the opening session of
the conveution here Sunday. Resolu-
tlons wero passed stating It was nee-
essary (o "set up a dicwatorship of the
proletariat as & means of combatiing
counter revelution.”
