WIRE FOR FENCING POULTRY

Two-inch Mesh Is Most Commoniy
Used and Can Be Purchaged
at Moderate Price,

{Prepared by the Unitsd States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.)

Wire petting, two-ineh mesh, Is com-
monly used for fencing poultry yards
und cun be bought at a moderate price,
Where several runs ave adjoliing,
three-fourths of mn inch or one-lnch
mesh wire should be used at the bot-
tom to a helght of two to two nnd one-
hglf feet to keep the males from fght-
Ing one another,

The height of the fences should be
regulnted by the veriety of fowls. The
heaviest breads, ke the Brahmog, may
be restraiped by a four-foot fenee, and

Fowls Should Regulate

most of the other breeds ean be kept
In by a six-foot fence, Hamburgs and
Leghorns may be kept In the yards by
elipping the flight fenthers on one
wiig. Gates should be provided In
order 1o permit necess from one yurd
to the next.

I convenient, it is well to have dou-
ble yurds, for then one may rofnte
green crops, The yards may be sown
to onts, wheat, or rye, and while the
fowls sre using one yard the green
feed In the other cun e getting a
fresh start.

When the yards are to be on only
one slde of the honse, they should be
on the south side In order that the
fowls muy have the benedlt of the flrst
dry ground In eurly spring, It not In-
frequently happens that In localitles
whers snow is abundant the ground
on the south slde i3 dry muny days
before thut on the porth slde,

It the yards are to be In permanent
fodl and are to furnish green fewd for
the fowls, 70 to B0 squure feet should
be wllowed for vach bind, poultry spes
clellsts In the Unlted States Depurt-
ment of Agrlculture say., If part of
the green feed Is to be otherwise pro-
vided for, and the yarils used malnly
for exercise grounds, 45 to 40 square
feet per bird will be sufficlnt.

Shade of some kind should Le pro-
vided, and this can often be ad-
vantngeausly furnished by plunting
frult trees (such ns pears, plums, cher-
ries, und npples) in the yard

Grit
tuken the pace of teeth in prepering
the feed for further digestion and ls
required for the proper prepuration
of feed In the glagard, When the féed
I not properly takeén care of In this
organ, un undue strain 18 thrown oo
the fowl's system, often resulting in
disease and also allowlng mwuch of the
nutriment to pass through the bird's
body without belng absorbed. In
every pen or yurd o box of yrit should
be kept. Iecent Investigntors lave
usserted that grit s o purt of the
necessary feed of a flock, giving the
fowls strong bones and a bright plum-
nge,

sume encugh lwe o forw the shells
of eggs, I she s laylog sbundantly,
unless sometliing besides the orliunry
griln fevds Is wecessible to ber, Oy
ster whells sre very guod for this pue
pose, A box of crushed shells may be
pluced before the fowls, ullowing them
to ent ut will, Old morter and fne
gravel are nlso useful In supplying
Hine, say poultry specinlists of the
United States Department of Agricul
ture,
