New York, Nov. 5.— Financiers of 
New York hold opposing views regard­
ing the suggestion that President 
Roosevelt call an extra session of con­
gress at once to provide for currency re­
forms. H alf a dozen members of cor- 
gress, men prominent in the home, op­
pose it. The financiers who oppose a 
special session of congress generally 
favor currency reform, but they hold 
that the regular session of congress is 
so near that the subject can be consid­
ered then.

Leslie M. Shaw, president of the 
Carnegie Trust company and former 
secretary of the treasury, is one of those 
who fa\or immediate action. He says 
if congress had acted last winter the 
crisis through which we are now pass 
ng would not have happened.

“ Wise legislation,”  he said, “ cannot 
be passed too quickly.”

E. H .Harrim an, James Stillman and 
Henry Clews are against the idea. Mr 
Harriman said:

“ No extia session can help existing 
conditions. W hat we need is rest and 
quiet, and the opportunity for things 
to become normal.”

James Stillman, president of the Na­
tional C ity bank, said:

“ W e should have more currency. 
Financiers have known this for years. 
I have worked for it, but when it comes 
to adopting legislation we must go 
slow ly. So far as present conditions 
are concerned, a ll that is needed is for 
the press to keep on reassuring the 
public that there is no occasion for ap­
prehension. Values are absolute'y 
fixed, but, of course, we cannot have 
money with which to do business if the 
people hoard it away. There is no 
danger, and the people should under­
stand this.”

Henry Clews said:
“ No harm w ill be done by waiting 

for the regular session. The present 
difficulty w ill gradually pass away, day 
by day. W e are already over the worst 
of it. There’s no longer any sting of 
panic. As soon as congress does meet, 
it w ill be for the president then to pres­
ent his views on the situation to them 
and Etart them on their work.”

Amcng the congressmen interviewed 
on the subject, and all of whom ex­
pressed opposition to the id 'a ol calling 
a special session to consider the matter, 
were Charles N. Fowler, chairman of 
the house committee on banking and 
currency; W. P. Hepburn, chairman of 
the interstate and foreign comnne-ce 
committee; John Dalzell, Jos. H. 
Gaines and W . C. Calderhead.

BU ILD  W AR A IR S H IP .

Contract Signed fo r Construction o f  
First fo r  Government.

St. Louis, Nov. 5.— J. C. Mars, of 
the American Aairship & Balloon com­
pany, of New York, arrived in St. 
Louis today from Washington to select 
a site for the aerodrome the company 
w ill use for the construction of a ir craft 
and in which the first war air.-hip ever 
built in the United States for the gov­
ernment w ill be erecled. The contract 
for the airship has just been closed in 
Washington, General Allen , of the War 
department, acting for the government. 
The airship w ill cost the government 
$10,000 and w ill  be modeled gfter the 
Beechey, shown here in the recent aero­
nautic contest. According to the plans 
it w ill carry two men and w ill be cap­
able of a speed of 25 miles an hour. A 
60 horse pewer engine w ill furnish mo­
tive power. A light gun w ill be mount­
ed on the framework.

American boys. Miss Johnson told of 
a 14-year-old girl she had attempted to 
rescue in Colon, who had told her she 
had been enticed from One Hundred 
and Twenty-fifth street, New York, by 
a strange woman.

Chaos on Ruis tn Railroad*
St. Petersburg, Nov. 6 .— It was an­

nounced here today that the tour of in­
spection just concluded by the minister 
of ways and communications through 
Southern Russia, the Caucasus, Turke­
stan and Central Asia revealed com­
plete rhaos in the railroad system. The 
statement Is made that the railroads 
are in the hands of revolutionary and 
that plans lor armed uprisings are 
spreading everywhere. The minister 
himself narrowly escaped death.
