Pa • writes: “ For several years I hrnl
element which took possession o f Ciu­
dad Juarez Tuesday morning about 
10:30 o ’clock, after tiring a single 
volley, plans next to capture the city 
of Chihuahua. The march o f General 
Campa across the state will begin im­
mediately, according to announcement 
made by the commander.

Colonel Antonio Rojas, with 700 
rebels, arrived at Bauche shortly after 
noon and stopped his march there, un­
aware o f the developments at Juarez 
Campa ordered him to resume his 
march and Rojas is expected to arrive 
some time in the night.

General Campa declared that there 
are 900 rebels already in Juarez and 
that the arrival o f Rojas' group will 
give him the total o f 1,600 which he 
asserted recently he would have in 
Juarez. He says that Major Tomas 
I-oza will remain at Juarez with 600 
men and that the remainder will pro­
ceed southward over the line o f the 
National Railways for an assault on 
Chihuahua, which is being held by 
General Pasqual Orozco.

General Campa said that he did not 
believe the report that Colonel Fran­
cisco Villa with his loyal troops was 
coming to Juarez, and that he consid­
ers the town safe from any assault by 
Federals.

Following the seizure of the town 
the Vasquistas set about the task of 
establishing a new municipal govern­
ment and of maintaining perfect order.

STONED IN JAMAICA RIOT.

Touring New Yorkers Beat O ff Mob 
With Auto Tools.

Kingston, Jamaica —  Americans 
were not spared in the rioting which 
has been going on here in connection 
with the street railway trouble. A 
party o f Americans in an automobile 
were attacked by a mob and one of 
them was injured seriously. The 
party Included Captain and Mrs. Fritz 
Duquesne, o f New York, and Mr. and 
Mrs. Wortley, o f Brooklyn. A group 
o f men attacked their automobile with 
bricks and stones. Mrs. Duquesne 
was struck by one of the missiles and 
is said to be in a serious condition. 
The Americans were in peril o f  their 
ives, but their asailants were finally 

beaten off by Captain Duquesne, 
armed with a hammer, and Mr. Wort- 
ley with a jack handle. Two o f  the 
rioters were knocked unconscious.

Kingston was given over to mob 
rule and as a result o f  collisions be­
tween the police and the populace two 
men were killed and more than 30 in­
jured, some o f them severely.

Sir Sydney Oliver was struck on the 
neck with a brick when he attempted 
to go to the rescue of policemen be­
sieged by a mob in a spirits store. 
His secretary, Major Wyndham, re­
ceived a blow on the arm.

LIPTON STILL WANTS CUP.

Challenge for International Yachting 
Trophy Expected From Him.

Chicago Sir Thomas Upton is pre­
paring to challenge once more for the 
America’s cup and prospects are ro­
seate for another great international 
yacht race. This is the message 
brought to Chicago by Sir William 
Bull, o f  London, member o f parlia­
ment and prominent in sporting and 
other public affairs in England. Sir 
William speaks with authority con­
cerning Lipton, as he is a personal 
friend and was one o f  Sir Thomas’ 
guests at New York when the last cup 
race was sailed.

“ I feel sure that there will be an­
other race, though I would not say 
that Sir Thomas has made the an­
nouncement.”  he said at the Congress 
hotel. “ I want to say also that I do 
not think that there is anything un­
sportsmanlike in the attitude of 
American yachtsmen. They have a 
perfect right to make conditions for a 
race.

"W hile I feel that it is a handicap 
to be compelled to bring a boat acros-i 
the Atlantic, it is merely a condition 
that cannot be avoided.”

O rozco Said to Have Deserted With 
Entire Command — Americans 

Retire Across Border.

Washington, D. C.—A telegram re- 
| ceived by private persons here from 
[ El Paso drew a grave picture o f con­
ditions on the Mexican border. The 
telegram said that fighting between 
Federals and rebels began at Chihua­
hua City at 11 o ’clock Sunday, and 
that many Americans were in danger. 
Americans in Northern Mexico are 
rushing across the border at El Paso 
and other points, fearing massacre by 
Mexicans, despite denials by adminis­
tration officials that President Taft 
intends to intervene in Mexico.

Feverish activity prevailed Sunday 
in the War department, which usually 
is deserted on that day. This activ­
ity, around which a veil o f secrecy 
was thrown, is believed to mean that 
more troops will soon be moved to the 
border. _________

El Paso — A telegram saying that 
lighting for the possession o f Chihua­
hua City, capital o f the Mexican state 
of that name, had begun, was followed 
by the hasty departure o f the rebel 
garrison at Juarez to join their com­
rades in the fight.

Two telegrams bearing on the fight 
were received by General Ynez Sala 
zar, the Juarez commander, from 
Braulio Hernandez, one o f the rebel 
leaders in the district about Chihua­
hua. Neither message was as detail­
ed as its recipient could have wished, 
but both were sufficient to dispel lan­
guor which has characterized the work 
of the Juarez forces, and the detach 
ment o f from 800 to 1,000 men was 
speedily placed on board three sec­
tions o f  a freight train.

FOOD SAMPLES STARTLE.

Sand, Salt, Alum and Glucose Among 
Adulterants Used.

New Haven, Conn.— Even the food 
chemists at the Connecticut Agricul­
tural station are surprised by the 
result o f a series o f tests they have 
just completed, which show that of 
722 samples o f food, drink and drugs 
analyzed, 232, or nearly one-third, 
were adulterated below standard or 
misbranded. The wooden nutmeg was 
not in evidence, but other things 
were, for example;

O f 290 samples o f milk, 
skimmed, 87 watered, and^ 
skimmed and watered.

O f 46 samples o f  summer drinks, 10 
contained benzoaic acid, 2 coal tar 
dyes, 20 saccharine, and 8 artificial 
colorings.

Only 4 out o f  27 “ cider vinegar”  
samples were genuine. The rest were 
made o f distilled vinegar, boiled cider, 
apple waste and dried apples.

Sand was found in chocolate.

TONGS PLANNING FOR WAR,

Outbreak Is Expected at Any M o­
ment in San Francisco.

San Francisco — The temporary 
treaty of peace in Chinatown.J which 
leading Chinese prayed would be made 
permanent, has been broken and the 
war cloud again hangs low. Repre­
sentative Chinese conferred with the 
leaders of the five tongs involved in 
the controversy and pleaded in vain 
that the existing difficulties be forgot­
ten and that peace be restored.

The peace envoys met with no suc­
cess and asked the Six Companies to 
intervene. However, prominent Chin­
ese concede that the prospect o f re­
storing the peace hatchet is dim and 
war is expected at any time. Every 
member of the police squad in China­
town is alert, for it is known several 
gunmen have come to the local Orien­
tal quarter and are in' hiding.

City May Stop Merger.
Seattle— A court order was issued 

here temporarily restraining the Inde­
pendent and Sunset Telephone com­
panies from effecting consolidation o f 
their systems. The order was issued 
on complaint of the city, which claims 
an equity o f $200,000 in the poles, 
wires and conduits of the Independent 
company, which equity will be placed 
in jeopardy if the merger is completed. 
Three deputy sheriffs who sought to 
serve copies of the order on the tele­
phone officials were unable to find 
them.

Mrs. Asqolth Threatened.
London— Premier Asquith is worried 

over threats contained in anonymuos 
letters which are being received by 
his wife. These are to the effect that 
unless women are enfranchised the 
Asquith family will be poisoned. It 
has been noticed that no windows with 
mirror panels were smashed by the 
suffragettes in their recent raid. This 
is attributed to the old superstition 
that it is unlucky to break a mirror. 
Some shopkeepers are now thinking of 
placing mirrors in the centers of all 
their show windows.

Strikers to Resume Task«.
Lawrence, Mass.— Striking 'opera­

tives o f the Arlington and Pacific 
mills, affiliated with the Central La­
bor union, have returned to work and 
accepted the 6 per cent minimum 
wage increase offered. The action is 
accepted generally as an indication 
that the Central Labor union will rec­
ommend the acceptance o f the conces­
sion offered in all the mills. The In­
dustrial Workers o f the World strike 
committee declined the offer.

Americans Advissd to Leave.
Washington, D. C.— The gravity of 

the situation in Mexico haa caused 
President Taft to issue a proclamation 
virtually warning American citixena 
to refrain from entering the country 
and advising those now resident there 
to leave when conditions threaten.

There are seven In which the salary 
Is 94,000 and eight that pay 93.000 
Wyoming, Vermont and Nebraska 
think that 92,500 la enough for a gov­
ernor. There are 13 states that pay 
salaries higher than 95.000, the rang'» 
being from 96.000 to 912,000. Only 
one state, Illinois, pays the latter 
amount. Five states, Including New 
York, pay 910.000 each. Alabama Is 
one of the leading commonwealths In 
the 95,000 group. Colorado, Florida. 
Oregon and Idaho are others In this 
group. The governors of Alaska and 
Hawaii, both appointive, get 95.000 a 
year each, while the governor of Porto 
Rico gets 98.000,
