HALT  COMMISSION

Mexicans Refuse to Receive Inves-
tigators in Benton Case.

Passports Denied by Rebel Author-
ites—Recognition of Huerta by
England Complicates Issue.

Juarez, Mexico—The Benton invest-
igating committee was prevented from
proceeding to Chihushua ts examine
the slain Briton's body Ly rebel orders,
Colonel Fidel Avila, military ecom-
mander here, declined to permit them
to board the regular passenger train
which wis waiting., An authoritative
admission to this effect dispelled pre-
vious reports that the commission was
halted on orders from Washington.

Whether the ineident means delay
or the permanent prohibition of the
mission eould not be learned. The
mystery thrown around the occurence
led many rumors of &an apparently ex-
aggerated nature,

The most persistent inquiry here
and in El Paso failed to establish any-
thing but the fact that passports were
refused to the commissioners on this
side and they returned to El Paso.

No official in Jusrez has sutlo-ity
to take such action as was taker in
this case. Only two persons in North-
ern Mexico have the power—Venus-
tiano Carranza and General Villa,

The order came a8 a surprise to the
ecommissioners. Villa, at Chihuahua,
has repeatedly expresscd hia desire to
hasten the inquiry, and his offer of a
gpecial train to take the mission from
this city to Chihuahua, where Benton's
body is esaid to be buried, was formal-
ly accepted by Marion Letcher, Amer-
ican consul there.

George C. Carothers, agent of the
State department in many of ita deal-
ings with Villa, also delayed his de-
parture for Chihuahua.

Greeks Begin War
On Albanian Cities

Vienna—As predicted here all along,
hostilities have begun in those por-
tions of the Epirus awarded by the in-
ternational delimitation commission
to New Albania, Those distriets,
mainly with Koritza and Argysocastro
for centers, are mountainous and in
gome snow is still lying, but as the
season advances it is, to judge from
the present, likely that the disturb-
ance will become general.

So far fighting takes place every
day between the newly-organized Al-
hanian officers of the regular army of

Holland and efficient men, though
numbering all told so far but about|
3500, and Greek regular troops, sup-

ported by the oft-mentioned *‘‘sacred
battalions' and loose guerilla bands.

The Albanians are also putting reg-
ulars into the field.

The latter outnumber the Albanians
—wherever the two sides have met— |
five to one. Several towns and vil-
lages held by the Albanians and recog- |
nized by the Greeks as Albanian cen-
ters have been shelled and subsequent-
ly stormed by the Greek regulars, with
conziderable loss of life on both sides.

Mars Canals Change Hue.

Percival Lowell, of the Flagstaff,
Ariz., observatory.

Tipton, were arrested here by a
government secret serviee agent and
Sheriff McAfee, and four moulds, two
for use in counterfeiting silver dollars
and two for half dollars, were confis-
cated,

All the moulds were found in an
oven in the house after Tipton had
protested his innocence. One half-dol-
lar piece, still hot, was found in one
of the moulds, according to R. K. God-
dard, of the secret service force.

French Coal Strike Ends.

Paris—At a meeting of the National
Council of Miners' Unions it was de-
cided to cull off the strike of coal min-
ers begun in the southern coal fields
February 24. The National Council
requested the organizations to have
their men resume work. The strike
was called as a protest against the
elimination by the senate of certain
elauses of the underground workers’
pension will. Forty thousand men
struck.

Stanford University, Cal.— Salary
increases amounting to $62,000 an-
nually, it is announced, are to be dis-
tributed among 226 members of the
teaching force of Stanford University,
and most of it will go to the men upon
whom falls the drudgery and burden
of collegiate work.
