A t Passopom o 12 persons w ere

T hese  v illag es and m any sm aller 
p laces w ere  p rac tica lly  leveled.

A utom obiles w hich m ade th e  tr ip  
th ro u g h  th e  d ev a s ta te d  reg ion  w ere 
o ften  forced to  m ake long detours ow­
in g  to  th e  deep fissures across the 
road.

T he d is tr ic t  p resen ted  a spectac le  of 
deso lation , ru in  and dea th . P easan ts 
rushed  to  m eet th e  autom obiles, im ­
p lo ring  aid . From  th e  deb ris, agoniz­
ing  cries  could s til l  be heard . O thers 
asked th a t  th e ir  in ju red  re la tiv e s  be 
tra n sp o r te d  to  C a tan ia , as all tra in  
se rv ice  w as abandoned, ow ing to  the 
collapse o f  b ridges, broken track s and 
o b stru c ted  tunnels.

F o r cen tu rie s  th is  reg ion  has su f­
fered  from  ea rth q u ak es , ow ing to  the 
a c tiv ity  o f  M ount E tn a . Y et it is re l­
a tiv e ly  th ick ly  populated, as th e  land 
is m ost fe r tile , v ineyards grow ing  
w ith  l i t t le  a tten tio n .

N e a r  th e  cen tra l poin t o f the  d is tu rb ­
ance dozens of bodies w ere observed 
ly in g  along th e  road. Many o f  them  
w ere  unrecognizable , as th ey  w ere 
crushed. H ea rt-ren d in g  lam en ta tions 
arose  on all sides, and th e  in ju red  lay 
in th e  open aw a itin g  a ssis tan ce  w hich 
had been se n t to  them .

W here L ine ra  stood i3 a  m ass of 
ru ins. Those houses w hich d id not 
collapse en tire ly  w ere so broken as to  
em phasize th e  com pleteness o f th e  
d isa s te r . The v illag e  consisted  of 
about 800 in h a b ita n ts .

A m a jo r ity  o f th e  people escaped 
because th e  shock occurred  w hen the  
m en and som e of th e  w om en w ere  s till 
w ork in g  in th e  fields. F rom  th e  v in e­
yard s th ey  saw  th e ir  houses fa llin g  
and w hen th ey  a rriv ed , b rea th less , a t 
th e ir  hom es, they  found only w reckage 
w ith  som e o f  th e ir  people buried be­
n ea th  it.
