two acres of alfalfa this year. 
While this may sound small to a 
farmer living in Eastern Oregon 
or in an alfalfa growing country, 
it sounds good here, for it means 
more experimentation with this 
valuable crop.

Mr. Moxley has been excep­
tionally fortunate in the culture 
of first class yellow dent corn and 
now has alfalfa well rooted on his 
land, which has. been thriving 
for three years, not having suf­
fered from winter killing.

Judging from the number of 
inquiries that have come in from 
local farmers who are willing to 
experiment in alfalfa culture, 
there is no doubt but that this 
section is willing to cooperate in 
any work, which will help lower 
the cost of pork or cattle produc­
tion.
