Mr. E. C. Morgan is the re­
cipient of a most interesting and 
informing letter from 1st. Lieut. 
P. Launtsen of the 162 Infantry. 
It is dated August fourth from 
Contres, France. In it he gives 
a searching analysis of German 
ideals and morals, especially 
those of the Boche. Space will 
not permit giving the letter in 
full, but the following extracts 
give som? idea of how our soldiers 
are beginningato consider the 
work in which they are engaged.

“German and French Kultur are at 
oppuBite poles, naturally they were al­
ways conflicting, till finally it came 
time fpr the world to choose between 
them, and France has triumphed. * * * 
The German morals are as opposite to 
ours as their use of verbs. They have 
taken from their minds and souls, io 
build up their physical strength, until 
they have nothing of the former left.
* * * The record of the Kaiser is a con­
tinuation of immorality. The record of 
the German peasant, the private soldier 
in the Hun army, is even worse. Num­
bers of him are meekly herded towards 
certain death, like cattle being crowded 
into a slaughter pen. He commits 
deeds of super-savagery, deeds so in­
decently human, that the mind refuses 
to picture them. When he has the 
upper hand, he slays with the murder­
ous ruthlessness i f a wild beast, when 
cornered his cowardice takes him to un­
utterable depths of depravity, in his 
petition for mercy. His thoughts of 
an^ woman, not his own, are obscene, 
and his action towards her always crim­
inal.

A word about America hate. Since 
1914 most Ameticans hated Germany 
in the abstract. * * * Our has been
a moral hatred up to the present. Now 
it is a physical hatred revulsion, a 
hatred of the wolf in the flock. * * *
We have ceased to consider the Boche as a human entity.

I am letting my thoughts run away 
with me. 1 merely want to convey to 
you some of the feelings we have to- 
waids the beasts with whom we areen - 1  

gaged in a life and death struggle. God I 
speed the day which will crown our 
arms with such a victory, that peace 
will be assured, and the world relieved 
of a domineering power that is at pre­
sent making the existence of small 
nations problematical. When that day 
comes, it will be the birth of an era of 
world freedom and peace, and our 
nation will stand out as the Benefactor of all humanity.”
