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That the biggest benefits from prohibition have 
come to those members of the working classes who were 
the best patrons of the saloons in the old days, goes with 
out question. One cannot drink booze and have auto­
mobiles, phonographs, radios and the other instruments 
with which we surround us in bur effort to be comfort­
able, no more than one can have his cake after having 
eaten it. Business men who tried the combination of 
operating an establishment and drinking liquor invari­
ably failed. By exactly the same token that shows the 
present prosperity of workers can be seen just how well 
prohibition is being enforced.

Everything is fair in love and war, so the saying 
goes, and Sherman had his celebrated fling at it when, 
in inelegant language, perhaps, he declared war was 
hell. So when the dispatches relate that mutinous Chi 
nese soldiers recently shot in the back and killed 3000 
white Russian soldiers, we fall back upon the old saying- 
quoted and the forceful language of William Tecumseh 
to smooth out our feelings of horror.

Our laws have a pernicious habit of stepping on 
their own toes. An instance of this is shown in a decision 
of the United States court of appeals at New York, 
which says the government may not seize automobiles 
as carriers of intoxicants upon which there are chattel 
mortgages. This makes it easy to avoid the penalty of 
carriers and almost nullifies the law respecting that 
phase of it.

A move is on foot to abolish the federal trade com 
mission, it being claimed it fails to function properly. It 
has become the custom that in order to provide a place 
at the public crib for lame duck politicians whom the 
voters repudiate for congress to establish some sort of a 
commission or board to take care of them.

Residents of a Mexican state oppose the building 
of roads and attack the builders. They say the high­
ways are only for motorists, and will do away with the 
mule. We do not need to laugh at them. Our forefa­
thers looked upon the telegraph and the coming of the 
railroads as little short of the work of satan.

Nearly everybody is discussing General Mitchell and 
his exposure of the rottenness in the United States navy 
and everybody seems to be standing up for Mitchell ex­
cept a few hard-boiled machine men. Mitchell has the 
popularity and the other fellows have the power.

SOME SPUDS IN IDAHO

Adam Sawdust this week sent us 
a clipping from a St. Anthony, Ida., 
paper containing an editorial upon 
the crop condition which dispels all 
of their pessimism and discourage­
ment. The paper says:

“ Now, as if by magic, this fertile 
soil has produced a crop that has 
made many of our farmers rich over 
night. The story reads like a fable. 
It seems impossible and unbelievable 
that hundreds of our potato raisers 
have cleared from $20,000 to $100,- 
000 on the crop that they have 
planted and matured within the last 
four months. Many are tenants. 
Fifty thousand acres o f this upper 
valley was planted to potatoes. Many 
of the best fields produced 300 sacks 
of No. 1 potatoes to the acre, each 
sack yeighing 120 pounds. The grow­
er can sell his potatoes for $3 per 
hundred on the farm, or a total of 
$900 per acre for his crop. It costs 
less than 50 cents per hundred to 
raise the crop and deliver it to mar­
ket. This leaves the grower of the 
maximum yield a net prolU, on each 
acre of $750, or 7 1-2 per cent net 
on a valuation o f $10,000 per acre 
for his land. It sounds like fiction, 
like the story of a mining camp, but 
cold figures do not lie.

There is nothing unusual about 
our yield this year. Idaho is a sure 
crop country. For 50 years we have 
produced a bumper crop. In all that 
time we have not had one single year 
of failure.”

FAITH IN STRANGERS
The days have not yet come when 

the unsophisticated countryman has 
ceased to be buncoed by smooth-ton­
gued sharpers. Every day we hear 
of some one being duped, all because 
of innocent faith in strangers. I f we 
would confine our dealings as much 
as possible to people we know, we 
would fare much better. Instead of 
sending our money away to people 
we never saw and never expect to 
see, or with smooth downtown ad­
vertisers, let’s spend it where we 
know who gets it. The biggest rea­
son is that the fellow we know has 
to face us daily and he can't afford 
to “ sting”  us. He has a reputation 
for square dealing that he wants to 
keep. He's your local merchant—  
your friend. Learn to know him bet­
ter. It pays you because he has to 
make it do so.— Sellwood Bee.

NO CHRISTMAS MAIL DELIVERY
An advance Christmas present for 

postmasters, mail carriers and most 
other postal employes was sent out 
by Postmaster General New last week 
in the form of an announcement that 
no deliveries o f ordinary mail would 
be made Christmas day. From mid­
night, December 25, ail postal opera­
tions will be suspended, except the 
maintenance of special delivery and 
the relaying of mails so that they will 
be ready when normal delivery is re­
sumed. Postmasters are instructed 
to suspend all work on December 25, 
except to retain on duty on Christ­
mas day only such employe* as are 
required to make the regular holi­
day dispatches o f first class mail to 
the trains and to receive, but not to 
work incoming mail from the trains. 
There will be no rural delivery.
