% Weekly Crop Bulletin.
W eath er— T h e past week has been 

warm  and dry. O il T h u rsd ay lig h t 
storm s prevailed  a lo n g  the entire w estern
side o f the Cascades, but from no place 
is th ere  a report of m ore than a few 
drops o f rain. T h e w eather becam e 
cooler F rid ay n ig h t, Satu rd ay and S u n ­
d ay, and today d e lig h tfu lly  cool w eather 
prevails. It is seldom  th at a w eek is 
w arm er than the past w eek has been 
o ver W estern Oregon. T h e m ean tem ­
perature for the w eek w as 68 degrees, 
w h ich  is 5 degrees w arm er than th e  pre- 
ce ed in g  w eek. T h e  heat o f  d ay  was 
from  70 to 80 degrees, excep t from  W ed ­
nesday to F rid a y  exclusive, w hen  it | 
ranged  from 82 to 98 degrees, the latter 
tem perature at R oseb u rg on T h u rsd ay, | 
the 25th. Tem peratures o f  90 degrees 1 
d u rin g  the heat o f  the d ay are o f frequent 
occurrence in Josephine and Jackson  1 
coun ties d urin g the sum m er m onths, but 
th ey  are quite rare in D ouglas cou n ty  i 
and  in the coun ties o f the W illa m ette  1 
v a lle y . In the coast counties th ey  are ! 
very  rare. D u rin g the past w eek the 1 
coolest tem perature averaged  58 degrees, ! 
in the W illam ette  and  R ogue river val- | 
leys, 52 degrees in the U m pqua v a lle y , , 
and 50 degrees a lo n g  the coast. T h e i 
low est tem perature for the w eek w as 48 
degrees, on the n ig h t o f the 23d. Th e 
sunshine was about norm al, few* clouds 
b ein g present. T h e re  has been no rain ­
fa ll since June 10, now  n early  three 
w eeks.

Crops— The w arm  w eath er was b en e­
ficial to  a ll w ell-cu ltivated  crops, e xcep t ! 
to late-sow n grain . F a ll and early-sow n 1 
sprin g grain  have m ade good develop- ! 
m ent, but late-sow n grain, i. e ., th at \ 

sow n in M ay and th e  forepart o f  June, 
w as in jured b y th e  w eather. E a r ly  j 
grain  is  heading n ice ly , but the late 
grain  needs rain b ad ly; i f  rain does uot 
soon fa ll the late-sow n grain  w ill not 
m ake even hay. M an y correspondents 
report the presence/ o f  green aphis on 
th eir w heat, and th at th ey  appear to 
d evelop  w ith  the w arm  w eather. H a y ­
in g  continues, and, as a rule, the c o r­
respondents report m ost satisfactory re­
sults. R eports, co verin g  a ll crops, are 
good , e xc ep t for fru it. Th ere  are o cca ­
sional localities w h ere  the conditions are 
not favorable- T h e report o f one corres­
p on d ent is here quoted; it  com es from 
Lane coun ty: “ Fall-sow n  grain  is n o t as 
good as usual. S p rin g  w heat is poor, 
and i f  rain  does not soon fall w ill be a 
failure. Sp rin g  oats are very  poor. 
G rass h ay  not good. W e have no fruit.
I h ave  been in th is  co u n ty  for 14 years, 
and h ave never seen as poor a p ro sp ect.”  
R eports such as the above are very  few, 
and e vid en tly  these con d ition s are co n ­
fined to very  lim ited areas. T h e laten ess 
o f th e  season has been favorable to h ay  
and gra in  crops, the latter th at w ere 
sown before M arch 1, but the season has 
been g e n e ra lly  u n favorab le  to tree fruit 
and g ra in  sown after M ay 1.

R ain  w ould be o f  g rea t benefit to  a ll 
vegetation ; w h ile  rain  is  not abso lu tely  
necessary to early-sow n grain , y e t  it 
w ould be beneficial to all. T h e w arm , 
dry w eath er has produced rapid evap or­
ation and  th e  result is the soil is very- 
d ry; th is  is esp ecia lly  n oticable in g a r­
dens n eed in g  rain, th o u g h  so far a rapid 
gro w th  has been m ade; the cooler 
w eath er o f  today is o f  g reat benefit. 
Corn is usu ally  reported to be m ak in g  a 
rapid gro w th ; in th is  cou n ty  w here 
warm  w eath er is not com m on, the w ar­
m er it  is, and esp ecia lly  the 
w arm er th e  n igh ts are, the better it  
is for th e  gro w th  and developm ent o f 
corn. Potatoes have m ade rapid growth 
and tVifi y e a r ’s gro w th  are now  p len tifu l 
in the m arkets. Late potato-p lan tin g 
is about finished, e xc ep t on the islands 
and overflow ed land a lo n g  the Colum bia, 
w hich  w ill not be p lan ted  u n til about the 
m iddle o f  Ju ly. It is seld om  th at the 
p la n tin g  o f  som e ..roduct is not prose­
cuted  d u rin g  every  m onth o f the year in 
O regon .

F ru it— T h e  dropp ing o f  fruit continues. 
C h erries are now fu ll ripe. Straw berries 
are yet p len tifu l. R asp berries are ripe, 
and the con dition  have been very favor­
able to  th e  gro w th  o f  new  wood for n ext 
y e a r ’s crop . B la ck b erry  bushes are 
loaded w ith  fruit. Early apples are ! 
rip en in g. T h e  correspondents give no 
encouraging reports concerning the 
peach, apricot, prune and pear crop. 
The fruat crop was more injuriously af­
fected by the weather this season than 
ever befor. There is not an absolute 
failure in sll sections, but there is a very 
marked failure. Many correspondents 
report: “ I will not have any fruit for
sale this year out of my entire 20 acres.’ ’

Grapes are reported to be in good con­
dition and the vines heavely set with 
fruit The good reports about grapes are 
not confined to any section, but are gen­
eral.

Rain would be of benefit, and late-aown 
grain is badly in need of rain. At this 
season of the year little rain falls, and 
hence little need be expected. The con­
ditions today are such that rain is pro­
bable the latter part of the week. The 
week on a whole should be cooler than 
the week just pasted.

Baccalaureate Sermon.
M o n d a y ’s O regonian g a ve  a good sum ­

m ary o f  the baccalaureate serm on w hich  
was so h ig h ly  spoken o f  b y  com m ence­
m ent visitors. T h e  artic le  reads: “ T h e  
fo llo w in g  are a few  extracts  from an able 
serm on b y  Dr. M cC le llan d , at the F irst 
C o n g reg atio n a l ch urch  yesterd ay morn­
in g . T h is  was the b accalaureate d is­
course at P acific u n iversity  tw o w eeks 
ago. H is text was R om an s 1 :14, “ I am 
debtor both to the G ree k s , and to the 
barbarians; both to th e  wise and U13 un­
w ise .’ ’

T h a t m an as m an has a value, inde­
pendent o f race, o f  creed, o f  class, w h ich  
im poses o b ligatio n s on his fellow  m an, 
is a recognized fact to-day, but in R om e, 
in the first cen tury, A . I)., the en u n cia - ' 
tion o f  sucli a p rincip le  w as a new th in g  
in the world. It fell upon Rom an ears 
as a stran ge sound.

H ith erto  h um an ity  coun ted  for but l i t ­
tle; w ealth , pow er, social suprem acy, 
was every th in g . T h e  m asses w ere 
paupers or slaves. T h e classes were few 
in num bers; th ey w ere w ealth y , arro­
g an t, cru el. G overn m en t law s, a ll good  
th in g s  of earth , even th eir  w eaker fellow 
m en, existed  for them . I f  we excep t the ’ 
H ebrew  nation, it m ay be said w ith  little 
error, no voice in a ll a n tiq u ity  was heard 
p leadin g  the cause o f  the poor, and the 
stran ger on the ground o f com m on hu­
m an ity.

Into  th is loveless w orld  C h rist cam e—  
a yo u n g m an o f 30 who had never been 
outside o f his own province. He gath­
ered abou t him  a few hundred peasant 
follow ers to whom  he ta lked  o f  truth and 
duty, o f  G od and love. H e assured them 
th at m an was not orphaned, but that he 
had a father in h eaven , and  by virtue of 
th is com m on paren tage a ll m en were 
brethren. B y  precep t, by parable, and 
by personal exam p le  he la id  upon them 
the resp on sib ility  o f  service and sacrifice 
in  b e h a lf o f th eir fellow -m en. “ A  new 
com m andm ent I g iv e  unto you, that ye 
love one a n o th er”  w as spoken for a 
specific purpose, but it  w as o f  universal 
application ; w ith  th e  en tran ce of this 
new law  o f life  in to  the practice  of hia 
im m ediate follow ers, th e  social revolu­
tion w as begun. T h e  d eclaration  of 
Paul in th e  text proclaim ed the dawn of 
a new era upon the w orld .

H ow  far th e  forces started by the brief 
life and sim ple teach in g  o f Christ have 
succeeded in recon stru ctin g society  can 
be best appreciated  w hen we contrast th e  
h istory o f  th e  last n ineteen  centuries 
w ith  the d ark  b ackgro un d  o f preceding 
ages. T h en , the poor, th e  w eak, the 
stranger, had  no rig h ts, w h ich  his m ore 
fortunate fellow -m an felt a n y  obligation  
to respect. S in ce th en , it is true, g igan ­
tic w rongs have been freq u en tly  and per­
sisten tly  perp etrated  upon h elpless h u ­
m an ity , but not w ithout stron g and 
oftentim es effective protest. Then o p ­
pression and cru e lty  w ere regarded as 
the necessary and n atural lot of the 
great m ass o f  the hum an race. Labor 
and sla very  w ere everyw h ere  id entical. 
In republican  and im perial R om e free 
labor was a th in g  h ard ly  kno w n ; and if  
any favor w as granted  to the working­
man it w as on the ground o f  exp edien cy 
or o f co n stitu tio n al good-nature; never, 
from any regard  for the rig h ts o f  the in ­
dividual. N ot th at m en w ere n atu rally  
m ore cruel then than now, but th eir 
th oug h t w ith  reference to  the m utual 
relations o f m en w as ra d ic a lly  w rong. 
Love, as a principle  o f action, w as w h o lly  
w an tin g. S e t over again st th is  prevail­
in g  princip le , the new  th o u g h t o f  the 
Fath erh ood  o f  G od , and  th e  brother­
hood o f  m an, w h ich  C h rist g a ve  to the 
world, and th e  con trast is so sh arp  and 
so com plete as to m ark c le a rly  the be­
g in n in g  o f  a new era.

T h e fact th at life is a m ission, and that 
he w ho in terp rets it o th erw ise  i9 fore­
doom ed to failure, com es w ith  special 
force to you. See to it, th en , in  adjust­
in g  you r a im s for life , th at th e y  do not 
put you at cross-purposes w ith  th is mis­
sion. W ith  Paul, preach th e  gospel, 
w h atever yo u r ca llin g .

T h e gospel is not o n ly  a c a ll to high 
service. I t  is a proclamation th at divine 
pow er has com e into the world in man’s 
b ehalf. W h a t Paul saw on th e  way to 
D am ascus w as not a fantasm — not eve« 
a w ak in g  dream . T o  h is a lert and cles«*» 
visioned soul it was a person who ap­
peared and spoke of sauctification by 
faith that is in me. Not belief in Ja fact, 
that is not faith, hut fellowship w ith«  
person. Paul was helped not by cherish­
ing a memory, but by realizing a con­
stant and perfect friendship. As his Kfc 
was transfused and transformed by th e  
personality of it, so may yours be.

As our own loved Quaker sang—

“ We may not climb the heavenly steeps
To bring the Lord down;

In vsin we search the lowest deeps.
For him no other depths can drown. 

But warm, sweet, tender even yet
A present help is he;

And faith has yet its O liv et,
And love is Galilee.
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
