SCENES OF BLOOD.

Eye Witness Describes Conditio: s at

Seidlce, Russia. [
Warsaw, Bept. 12.— With the eanc- |
tion of the aunthorities, who provided
an armed guard for the mission, the
Astociated Press correspondent vieiled
Bied!ca, the scene ol the murderous
events of SBeptember 8, 9 and 10. The
railroad station at BSiedlce, when the
correspondent arrived, was crowded
with Jewe, among whom were many
starving women with inflapts in their
Arma.

Almost on the moment
upon the frightened people the sound
of & volley being fired in town, which
lies half a mile back of the station. A
panic engned, men trembling with fear
and women imploring the soldiers for
mercy, anticipating the slanghter of

their loved and themeelves,
Gendarmes on guard at the station en-
tered the waiting room and roughly or-
dered the people to be quiet, assuring
them that their alarm was needless.
Proceeding to the town, the ecorre-
spondent traversed Warsaw  street,
which presented a desolate aspect, the
stores and shops being closed and all of

them eshowing eigne of having been
plundered. Pictures of saints were
haoging catside the windowa of many
honees, mnte appeals to the soldiery
and looters to epare the inmates
Everwyhere in the street were to
seen soldiers ready to fire on the least
provocation. The streets were littered
with Jews' hats, torn clothing and
damaged carts,

The most eevere damage had been
done in Pienka street, where the honses
were riddled with ballets and in many
instances walls had been demolished
with cannon shot,

By actval count 140 corpses were
picked np in the streets snd it is stated
that as many more bodies are hidden
in cellars. Only Christian is
knowa to have been killed, and, so far
a8 learned, no soldiers were kilied.

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BIG SALE OF GOATS.

Polk County Sends Eight Hundred
Angoras t¢ Washington.

Independence—Last week 700 fine
buck lambe, for which a good price was
paid, were shipped from lodependence
to Wyoming for breeding purposes.
This week 500 fine Aogora goats were
shipped from here to the state of Wash-
ington. The goats were held here sev-
eral days awaiting cars for shipment.
Hundreds of men have looked at the
band and all pronounce it the finest
large collection of goats ever seen in
the West. The purchasers were Car-
son & Littlejohn, of Steilacoom, Wash.
The goats were bought up by Boothby
& Lewis,

Goat and sheep raisers of Polk coun-
ty are learning that it payes better to
raise the pure bred than common ani-
mals, for the demand for Polk conutv
Angoras and Lincoln and Cotewold
sheep now exceeds the eupply. The
Riddell and Stamp sheep and goat
farme, in particular, have national
fame, especially since carrying away
preminms at the St. Louis fair. Fancy
prices are received for much of the live-
stock shipped ont of Polk lately. As
much as $100 is often obtained for a
gingle “*billy"" goat, and as high as §5
a pound has been realized for the mo-
hair,

What seemed to be extravagant
vestmen!s iu imported gheep and goats
a few yeare ago are now bringing their
reward.

The goate just shipped ont
put on the big stock farm of
Littlejohn, near Steilacoom.

FORTUNES IN ORCHARDS.

Fruit Grower's Opinion of Hood River l

Apple Land.
Hood River — The prices now made
public by independent buyers for Hood
River Newtown and Spitzenberg applen
have caused epple growers to do some

figuring. A well known apple man

who is an authority on this esubject, in
{alking about the matter, said

‘At the prices this year for the dif-
ferent sizes of Spitzenbergs, which were
$4, $2.75, $2 60 and $2.25 per box,
growera obtained an average price of
$2 .40, lacing the yield of 7-year-old
Spitzenberg treee, planted 65 trees to
the acre, at five boxes to the tree, we
will get 365 boxes to the acre. A 20-
acre orchard on this basis will produce
6,500 boxee, which, at the average
price of $2.40, gives us $15,600 for our |
peason’s work.

“The prices for Newtowns #o far an-
nonnced are $2 25, $2 and $1.756 per
box. This gives us an average of $2
per box. But the Newtown i more pro-
lific than the Spitzenberg, and produces
seven boxes to the tree instead of five,
giving us 55 boxes to the acre, or 9,100
boxea for orchard, As can
eagily be seen, the earnings on a ZU-
acre Newtown orchard this year at
these prices will be $18,200.

“While these fignres are large, they
are based on the yield of comparatively |
young treea which have not yet reached |
their foll bearing matarity. A full]
bearing orchard can be safely depended |
on, J think, to produce 500 boxes of
apples to the acre, as 1 know of several
in the valley that now do it. Figuring
on & basis with treee in full maturity
and with a large proportion of the crop
composing the larger gizes, as it does
this year, it is not very difficalt to de-
termine th: profita of the apple busi-
nees in the {utore.”
