Wherefore it may
be said to make bad road there
need three elements, water, earth
and travel. I .ct any one of these be
absent ami the way is passable.

and Water alone will hot make
mud. A w agon can be passed over
dry earth unimicdcd, ami a lioat
will smoothly glide over water. Iiut
for comfortable land travel the water
niut le removed from the path.
Two plans have been employed, one,
raising the road up, turiipiking, the
other, drawing the water off by
ditches. Turiipiking Is not a success.
I!y that system the road is contracted
and one of the elements for bad
roads - travel - is concentrated on. a
narrow ribbon of earth that noon
wears a hole to bring into active

element, water, so that Soon
there is a pit, yea, two. It would
have been better at those point-wher- e

water is gathensl in ponds or
sloughs, to widen the wagon track so
that travel could be dispersed and
better still, to remove water by
ditches.
