Gen. Shaler
wis second in command, Both were
of northern birth, the former a oa-
tive of New York, the latter having
been born and bired in Pennsylvanisg
but both were outspoken In sym-
pathy with the secession movement,
and both held high mnk subsequent-
ly in the confederate army. These
facts are mentioned as showing that
the entastrophe which soon  after
befell the garrlson of camp Jackson
wis not attributable to disaffection
on the part of these officers.  Still, it
Is dificult otherwlse to account for
the admirable precuntions taken to
insure the success of an attacking
party, or for the absence of even the
semblance of reslstance when the
attnck was made,

From the actual limits of the city
to the loeation of Camp Jackson n
narrow causewny or corduroy road
was the only means of crossing the
morass  which intervened. So far
the position was well taken, for a
few guns properly posted at the
western extremity of this causeway
would have rendered the passage of

policy and matured his plans for
earrying it into effect,  The consult-
ants were agreed thut force would be
needed sooner or later. The detach-
ment of regulars ut the barracks was
inndequate to a successful demon:
stration agninst the state troops.
Captain Lyon proceeded to utilize
the large German population, unan-
imous in union and anti-slavery sen-
timent, aud forthwith orgunized sev-
eral thousand men, arming them
from the government stores, and
using the halls of the various athletie
and musical societies as drill rooms,
thus securing comparative secrecy
for his prepamtions, He was soon
In position to defy assault so far as
the arsenal was concerned, and In
possesalon of a foree, should offensive
movement be demanded, largely in
excess of that upon which the state
authorities could rely.

Heots have been coming in steadily
this week at the average rate of
about 450 tons per day, the delivery
for the woeek belng 2,225 tous, none
being hauled Saturday or Sunday.
This being the total for the season
from the Chino flelds up to 5858
tons. From Aushelm thers have
been delivered this weelk 828 tons,
making the total from Ansheim so
far 1384 tons, or the total recelved
into the factory of 10,287 tons, The
(hino beets are of fine size, clean and
high in sugar percentage.

The flag borne by
all our other ships is the No. 2,
which is 27.19 feet long nund 14.35
foet wide, and is the chief standard
of the man-of-war. In this flag the
side of the blue tield in which the
stars are placed In four-tenths the
length of the fly, and in the same
manner the size of flag and fleld is
designated for every flag from the
No. 2 down to the No. 8, which is
only 4} feet long and 1.67 feet wide.

In the Brooklyn yard flag room
aro made flags of forty-four different
pations, two sizes for ench.

1 is 8488 fest long and 13.12 feet
wide. The No. 2 is smaller, The
United States flag is given to our
crulsers in seven sizes for use In
various parts of the ship and in
smull boats and on various occasions.

THE ENGLISH LANGUAGE,

Ehe principal  languages which
compete with English, not consider-
ing such a5 Chinese and Hindostanee,
are French, Spanish, Russian and
German, French Is practically sta-
tionary ns regards the number of its
adherents ; Bpanish s largely spoken
in South America and the southern
part of North America, but it owes
its prominence to the eolonizing gen-
ius of Its speakers ; where German s
introduced It rapidly glves way to
the native tongue, generully English:
Russian, like the German, has little
Influence upon the Western civillza-
tion. It is a remarkable fuct that,
while the English in their colonies
and offshoots have absorbed millions
of aliens, there Is no record of aoy
other race,

In the United Siates there are mil-
Hons of Germans and other forelgn-
ers who have become merged with
the English speakers in a single gen-
eration, they losing even thelr family
names; and the children, in many
cases, do not anderstand their par-
ents' lunguage. In Cannda, however,
the French-spenking population i« in-
creasing  faster than the FEoglish-
speaking, This Is not because the
French element alworbs the English,
but because it crowds it out.  While
the French Is seldom absorbed by
any other tongue, it is almost alwiys
absorbed by the English. The Eng-
lish has practically driven the French
out of Egypt, and is rapidly driving
the Dutch out of Afriea. This has
been accomplished in Egypt withina
dozen years, The change in Afries
is being effected with even greater
rapidity. As the English-speaking
settlers rush into the new country,
the Dutech and other languages,
which are rarely to be met with, drop
into the backwoods and are finally
lost, Africa Is witnessing a repeti-
tion of the fAght of the tongues in
Ameriea three centuries ago, which
resulted in a vicetory for the Eoglish.
The history of lingual development
10 America alone is a sufficient argu-
ment for the prediction that no lan-
guages, excepting possibly those of
the Orient, will long remain formida-
ble competitors of the Eoglish.—
