of stone, in one or more of the many
forms n which it ls used,

No evountry seems to altempt to
nudintain o goold rowd directly on the
sarface of the ground.

The use of wood in any form s
conspieuous by its absence except for
city strects, where it is nsed in forms
which makes it about as costly as
stone.

Wedo not consider that from thess
reports the final deciglon as to how
good roads ean be made s to be
reached; but among them are many
interesting features of roads and road
laws in different countries, some of
which T think we could copy and
put to good advantage,

I will briefly discuss the following
four propositions, not holding that a
road bed of eurth can be maintained
by uny means whatsoever, Buot to
get the most utility from what we
already have will be my object, leav-
ng permanent improvents to future
discussion.

My four propositions are these:
first, we should maintain a separate
and distinet road for the exclusive
use of pedestrians ; second, increase
width of the tires of wagons consid-
erably from what is now used, and
in proportion to the weight of load it
is designed 1o earry ; third, regulate
the weight of lond that shatl be car-
riedd aver the road in the wet season;
fourth, that wagons be so coustrueted
that the wheels do not track, that is,
the hind wheels do not follow di-
rectly behind and in the same track

When the supervisor inds that any
eertain part of the road bed s getting
more than its just share of the travel,
he lays stoves in the way #0 as to
mnke that part of the road les con-
venient. The Idew Is to get every
wagon (0 tread as much ground as
possible, so that thers will not be so
much weight and wear in one place:
How often do we see tracks in the
road where every wheel that passes
over it rolls in the space of four to
eight inches on each side. This
causes o wear that no road bed yet
invented or devised will successfully
withstand, When the front wheeis
of a loaded wagon passes over soft
yielding ground, it displaces a certaln
