REED AND THE FINANCE,

On Tuesday last, Congressinan
Reed—Crzar  Reed—introduced  his
bill, intended 1o bridge the Gnancial
gulch which Uncle Sam must some-
how crose  almost  immediately,
Reed’s bill anthorizes the seeretary of
the tremsury to seil § per cent coin
bonds to keep up the gold reserve,
and cortificates of indebtedness, re
deemnble at the pleasure of the gov.
ernment, o pay current  exponses,
until the revenues shall equal the
cxpenditures.

Before offering  the  bill, Reed
charged the present troubles to a de-
ficlency in the revenues, e also
sald the lsue of gold bonds would
discriminate against the coin bonds
of the past.

Spenking of the committes's bill
Mr, Reed sald .

“This bill might exhibit the sei-
ence of stutesmanship, but It does
not exhibit the art thereof.  In order
to wvomplish anything, it s neces
sury that n b shall pass both houses
by the president.
