A TIMELY HIST.

As the time is now at band when
the county assessor will enter upon
the discharge of his duties, the tax
payers may facilitate the business of
assessing their property by having a

memorandum of all the same reedy
for the assessor or his deputy when
the taxpayer may las called on for a
list. Much precious time Is often
lost, and In the end this loss adds to
the coat of the asiesament, by persons
liable to assessment neglecting this
matter until the assessor calls on
them. Under the present law the
assessment Is made on the basis of all
property owned by the taxpayer on
the first of March of the current year.
This Is another reason why the
memorandum should be prepared for
use when the proper officer makes
his call.

The present year tho assessor la
required to take a census of the pop.
ulatlon and products of the county.
This will add much additional time,
and work, and expense, and much of
this can be saved by attention to the
suggestions hereinbefore ' made.
Many questions must be answered,
and these, unless citizens and others
have given the matter considerable
thought beforehand, will take much
time and expense that with a little
Intelligent care can be saved to Indi-

vidual as well as the county.

A religious mob in Savannah,
Georgia, had possession of tbe city on
Tuesday night last.
