REPUBLICAN PAK1T IX GE0RUU.

Apparently there ia going to be a

republican party In Georgia hereafter.
The president uf a republican club
recently formed In Atlanta, James
1). Collins, thiuks that the immediate
outlook lor the party in that state is
very bright. He always voted the
democratic ticket until 1894, and
most of other members of the club
did likewise. Talking with a re-

porter he said that "not one man out
of ten among the country people will
vote the democratic ticket in the next
lection." "Those who will not vote

the republican ticket," he added,
"will go with tho populists." Cleve-
land's Mlicy, he declared, has ser-

iously demoralized and weakeued the
democracy all over the state.

Making allowances for the real of a
new proselyte, there can lie no doubt
that the republican vote In Georgia is
gaining rapidly. I it the canvass for
governor in 18U4, when the (toll was
the heaviest ever known in the state,
the majority for the democratic can-

didate was only 24,000. The republi
cans rolled up a vine of about 97,000.
This breaks all records iu tho state.
Practically speaking, the republican
party, as an organization, had gone
out of existence in Georgia a dozen
years ago, and reappeared in ls'J4.
Georgia has been rock-ribbe- d demo
cratic state ever since the disappear-
ance of the whig party. In 1872,

when Grant carried Delaware, Vir
ginia, w est irgiuia, the two Laro-lina- s,

Florida, Alabama, Mississippi,
Louisiana and Arkansas, Georgia
gave a plurality of 14,000 to the deuo.
cratic ticket. Mugwumiiery of any
lescriptiou has never found a lodg
ment in the "empire state of the
South."

However, the increase of the repub
lican votes In Georgia is simply an
evidence of the drift iu the same

which is taking place all over
the South. Iu several of the states of
that section the republicans led the
Icinocrat in the congressional poll
last November. No such republican
demonstration iiad taken place below
Mason ami Dixon's lino before since
the reconstruction days, when a large
part of the democracy was disfran
chised and the entire party was dis-

organized and demoralised. ' The
change was hardly duo to transient
cause cither Manufacturing has
taken a strong foothold in Georgia as
well as in most of the other states of
it section, and this has driven thou-
sands of voter in every state out of
the democratic ranks. Some of them
have halted in the half-wa- y house of
(Hipulist party, but most of them have
come entirely over to the republicans.
Moreover, the drift Is likely to be
kept up. Georgia may not be carried
hy the republicans iu 1890, but the
democrats w ill lie disposed to put it
In the list of doubtful states, while
the solid Ho j th is likely to be broken
in several places in Uiat year. Globe
Democrat.
