for educational purposes. The high
est European staudard in this respect
is Great Britain, but the average
American pays twice as much as Ihe
Euglislimau lo maintain the public
schools, in this country, $2.i0 Is

spent for each Inhabitant; in Englaud,
1.30; iu France, 80c; in Germany,

60c; In Austria, 30c; in Italy, 26c,

In the June 8th number of the
Scientific American appears a front
view of the Oregon, which was taken
under conditions that try the
nerves of the operators.
