The other thing that will burn
into the memory of men is the oeca-
paney for the first time of Marsh
Hall, the first permanent  college
building to be built in this oldest
college-town in the state,

For u hundred  years osks have
grown on that beautiful campus to
prepare 4 landscape for this pile
which has been lifted up among their
tops.  Its dormer windows look out
over and through the gray branches
of these trees that are tii emblems of
the minds and eharacters that are to
et truined io the balls below,  Two
years ago, when the summer breeze
tosssd the gray locks of trustee, Alan-
son LHinmun, who threw the fimst
shovel full of earth from the exeava-
tion, wnd the combined strength of
Mrs. Dr. Marsh nod Mrs, Dr. Motlel-
land was required to 10 another out
of the shallow hole, there were not &
few present who feared they would
not see the same friends of the sehool
in the completed structure.
