It will
be remembered that it was Salisbury
that about Jim years ago gave up
the seals of 'office to (Gladstone who
formed the government that has just
failed. How the change will affect
America cannot Just now tie seen.
The foreign policy may le changed
where South America is concerned,
which will most certainly make
easier the way for our diplomats.
Salisbury is a protections fur farm
products. If he should take a mind
to propose a tariff Jaw to protect Kti--

irllsh farmtVa, and should have
strength enough to carry it, our
farmers wouid he Injured. Salisbury
is known lo be more friendly to
u.etalUiu than his predecessor, but
England has lieen on the gold basis

o long and the xysteiu has worked
o satisfactorily to her financiers that

do change is likely to be made. The
change of administrations in Fngland
vannot effect us much more than a
change of parties here nrteds them

It has been something of a surpri-s-

to thought fuK consumers that the
price of sugar did not advance ou this
coast when the Wilson tariff bill went

into efftvt. Even yet the mutter is
not plain unless it is a fact that when
augar ws ou the free list, the trust
had so firm a grip on us that foreign
competition was not strong enough
to compete. Recently the foreigners
have gathered sUeogth, and, with
their active aQIUl ut Portland, are
proving to be a thltrfl io the aide of
the trust people. The a ar is bet ween
the two interests, the Sprecklea peo-

ple on one side and the importers on
the other. A few days ago the trust
commenced an attavk by appealing
to the public to support the domestic
industry. It is an entirely different
tune to that sung in l93, when the
augar schedule was before congress,
and the friends of the consumer
were trying to defeat the differential
duty ml refined sugars. On the 25lb
instant, W. A. Mcars, for the im-

porters, answer the trust circular,
and really has the best of the argu-

ment. He shows that the product
Imported is quite equal to that of the
western refinery, and cheaper He
further points out that If Ihe imports
are forced out of the market, the
trust will advance their price, which
we consumers, know to be true. On
the other hand, If the western refinery
draws its fire from under its evapo-
rating pans, the Importer will ask
more for his weetuess. Hence, It is

to our Interest that both dealers con-

tinue to do buaineaa Jo Oregon.

"From start to finish there was
wild enthusiasm," say dispatches
aliout the Memphis Silver Conven-
tion. It is quito likely. In any
gathering ol cranks, representing a
tenth of the voters or le, there is
apt lo be more enthusiasm to the
square inch than in body of grave
aLd responsible men, who have two- -

thirds of all the voters behind them
and know that the welfare ot mil
lions will depend upon their action
The silver people have largely devel
oped those qualities of mind and
heart which eminently tit tlx m to be
a wildly enthusiastic minority. I'hey
can take more things for grauted in
less time than any other people ex
taut, can go ahead with a sublime
disregard lor facts aud a delightful
Indifference to consequences which
only the hahitual gambler and "bad
man" of the far went tan translate
from theory into practite, and they
can Ur.tow a genuine and lulense
hatred upon any man of common
sense, who, di tiering from them
must necessarily be an enemy of
mankind. To teople of these gifts it
comes naturally to be enthusiastic,
anil also to Is-- in a permanent
minority.

The convention brought to light no
new Idea or facts. It was not nota-

ble for thone who were present, nor
for those who were absent. The
men who have Iteen monetary cranks
for thirty years, and began with re
pudiation, haired of Jsiiidholders and
a demand for "more money" as soon
as the Civil war ended, were conspic-
uous ou the plat fo'm, and, as ever,
perenuially sure that "victory was iu
the air." The practiiol farmers,
workingmen and business men, who
have not illustrated their inmpaclty
by contriving to owe more than they
eau pay, were, in the main, conspic.
uous for their absence men of that
sort on hand being principally the
aspirants for political place. Senator
Turpie, who was placed in the United
States senate by one of the bate!
frauds ever perpetrated, and consent
ed lo profit thereby, was the most
eminent expounder of the honenty
and virtue of free coinageand set
forth against his theory that Ihe legal
status of two kinds of money need
have no relation to their commercial
value.

Two comments onjl his performance,
or rather on the purixtse it,
are worth noticing. Ihe Hon.
Henry Watterson declares that if the
democratic party takesjip the free
coinage heresy it will make Ken
tucky a republican Mate, for 30,000 or
more will support the republican

Uicket. lie considers that Ihe popu- -

ulists ought of right to absorb Ihe
monetary fanatics and those who
hate the prosperous enough to make
war on prosperity, and he probably
knows how the more suhMautiuI and
Intelligent demoerut feels in his own
stale.

The other comment was by a
prominent tlemis-rali- Reader of the
North, w ho condensed the history of
his party Into one remark at Wash-
ington : "We have always loadisl
the party down by accepting, and I

may say embracing, a lot of notions
that the common teople reject as
siti as they to discuss them."
It wan so when democracy declared
slavery national, an I freedom sec.
lional. It was so when democracy
declared it unconstitutional to enforce
Ihe constitution against rebels. It
was so when copperhead malignity
tried hard to stir up hatred of bond-

holders. It was so when inflation
was the cry, and Ihe agitation for
free coinage of silver would have
ended already had it not seemed to
democratic lenders to (in"er the only-wa- y

of eeaie from destruction be-

cause of their tariff folly. It cannot
la? said that the party has recently
accepted the free trade heresy, w hich
has governed it for more limn fifty
years, but as sum as the common
people n lo discuss that demo-
cratic theory alter the elit-lio- of 1S92
and saw how it affected (heir indus.
tries in the spring of t".: they re
jected the theory and Ihe party as
usual. Then it was foolish enough
to imagine that a revival of all old
monetary follies and fanaticisms
would serve to divert the people from
Ihe defence of their business and
their industries. That will be found
the crowning blunder of a party
which has been blundering for fifty
years. New York Tribune.

shown by the fact that they notified
Ihe members of their syndicate of
their intention to return to them this
week the balance they advanced In
gold for the syndicate to deposit In

the treasury Ih;4 February to pur-

chase half the bonds sold iu this
country. This will amount to many
millions of dollars, and when they
get it, the mem Iters of the syndicate
say, will out know what to do with
It, as there is such a plethora of
money that it is almost unlendable,
except ou call, at profitable rates.
An Indication of the change in senti-

ment in relation to the gold question
was seen y at the y,

when deposit of gold were offered in
exchange for greenbacks."

Without having the constitution
for reference ihe IsiErF.xnF.NT took
