"The enormous production of sil-

ver in the iat few yean iu this and
other countries has increased the
qoantity without relatively Increas
ing the demand, aud has lowered the
value. Silver being necessary in the
money of the world, we nunt either
maintain its coiuage at par, by legis
lative lluiitatlou of the amount,' or
change the coinage ratio to the basis
of its market value. Under the pol
icy of legislative limitation ot the
amount, aided by the redemption
when in excess of the deuand, we
have maintained at par our sliver
coin, although its intrinsic value is
low. This policy wa satisfactory so
long as the price of silver continued
high, but When it became reduced on
accouut uf and other
causes, there sprung up a demand by
the producer of silver for special sil
ver legislation. This claim I now

crystalled into a demand for tree
coinage of silver aud gold at the
ratio of lt to I. Thi means to give
to every man, to every nation, the
right to deposit at the niiut of the
United State silver In unlimited
quantity and to demand and receive
in return, free of charge er cost, that
silver coined into mouey at the ratio
of 16 to 1, bearing the stamp of our
government.

"In my Judgment, audi a policy
will establish America as the dump-
ing ground of the silver of the world.
It means repudiation. It will bring
an avalanche of silver, but a rest for
labor. The republicans of Iowa, II

we owe a debt, we expect to pay It
In money worth par, worth lis) cents
on the dollar, with money of equal
purchasing power with any other
money of the world. If any one
owes us, we demand and expect pay-

ment in money of equal value. This
is a vital question to all classes. The
farmer, laborer, merchant, manufac-
turer, all classes have an iuterest lo
the maintenance of good currency.
The dollar they receive for their pro
ducts and labor should have the
highest purchasing power, and lie as
good a the best dollar in the world.
Upon, a sound currency depends to a
large extent the development, the
prosperity, the success and the main
tenance of our people.

So now, the republican party
must not be lured by what might be
called an apparent craie sweeping
over the country, hut must take Its
position according to every right of
this question. In my view, we
should favor biiuetalism, the use of
both silver and gold, with the largest
use of silver in our currency that
will not Impair or endanger in any
way the partly in value of all money
in circulation, whether metallic or
paper. We should favor an interna-
tional conference to adopt a measure
that will insure the parity of value
between gold and silver for use as
money. The United States should
not open it mints to free coinage of
silver until arrangement have
all been made with other leading
nations whereby they will agree to
concurrently open their mints to free
coinage at an agreed ratio."

This week, one of the largest re
ligious gatherings that has ever been
known In this country is holding
at Boston. It is the annual Conven-
tion of the Christian Endeavor Soci
eties, comprising over 60,000 dele
gates and representing a total mem
bership of 2,500,000. The growth of
this organization Is one of the won
ders of the period, and its Influence is
second to that of no other religious
organization.

'I HE HAWK EYE.

The taiale republican nominating
convention of Iowa haa Just ad
journed. General Drake waa nom
inated for governor on the tith ballot.
The platform, among other things,
declares :

'The democratic party is con
victed of obtaining power In 1892

under false pretenses. In it plat-

form it declared the policy of protec
tion to tie unconstitutional ; but with
complete power In its hand its law
makers have utterly failed to carry
ut the policy to which they were

pledged. It Is a farcical pretense ol
the democratic party to claim credit
for a measure for which nine months
ago it president withheld his ap
proval, and denounced as a humili
ating abandonment of their cardinal
principles. The senate bill, substi- -

uted for the Wilson bill, la not a
measure which the republican party
would father, it reduces the reve
nue upon luxuries, a method of levy
more effective than any Income tax;

restores taxation to sugar; it re--

luces the wage rate in many indus- -

rie in which labor I the chief ele
ment of coat; but it malutalns in
uany of it part the principle which
the democratic party declares to be
unconstitutional. To claim credit
under it, I to claim credit for aban- -

loning its policy and adopting the
principles which it has denounced.

"We affirm the declarations of the
republican platform of 1892, adopted
at Minneapolis, that the American
people from tradition' and interest
favor biiuetalism, and'tbe republican
party demands the use of both gold
and silver as standard money, with
such restrictions andunder such pro-

visions to be determined by legisla-
tion, a will secure the maintenance
of the parity of value of the two
metals so that the purchasing and
debtpaying power of the dollar,
whether silver, gold or paper, shall
beat all times equal.

ternational agreement which will
euable this country to reopen its
mints to the ftee and unlimited
coluage of silver and gold, without
the losa of one or the other from the
volume of our money."

Senator Allison, speaking to the
convention, had this to say on the
currency question :

"The republican party has been,
and 1 now, in favor of a sound na-

tional currency, a currency always
redeemable in coin. Whatever the
form of our money, whether gold,
silver or paper, it must have equal
purchasing power, (fold and silver
have always been and will continue
to be the money of the world. They
are not the creature of accident. The

measured by the same rule as applied
to all other commodities. That la
