ests of the people,

lished by the founders of the govern-
ment, re-established by the republi-
wan party, and at all tmes practiced
by the ploneers and people of Ulsh;
condemns  the vatlonal administra-
tion for Its weak and vacilating for-
eign policy, and s fullure to msin-
tain the Monrce doctrine, whereby
| the interests of the United States and
her sister natious upon the Western
continent have been linperiled,
